Considerations in Designing a Dictionary for the Endangered Idu Mishmi
Language of Arunachal Pradesh

Abstract: Idu Mishmi language is considered a definitely endangered language according to the records of
the UNESCO ‘Atlas of the World’s Languages in Danger’, (2009). Therefore, effective efforts are necessary to
preserve the language of the Idu Mishmi people of Arunachal Pradesh. Efforts to save the dying languages are
made by various societies all over the world in different ways. In the case and context of the Idu Mishmi language,
the present paper discusses some of the important considerations that would serve the ends of the creation of a
dictionary for use by the school students coming from Idu Mishmi speakers community as a step to ensure the
growth of the Idu Mishmi language and save it from its endangered state while making the students learn English

language for better academic performance across the class teaching subjects.

Keywords: Idu Mishmi, endangered language, saving the language , dictionary

Introduction: Idu Mishmi language of the Idu Mishmi people of Arunachal Pradesh as a
‘definitely endangered’ language according to the records of the UNESCO ‘Atlas of the World’s
Languages in Danger’, (2009) requires effective efforts in line of the dying languages made by
various societies all over the world in different ways. The present paper discusses some of the
important considerations that would guide the creation of a dictionary for use by the school
students coming from Idu Mishmi speakers community as a step to ensure the growth of the Idu
Mishmi language and save it from its endangered state while making the students learn English
language for better academic performance across the class teaching subjects.

The Idu Mishmi People and their Language: As the largest state of the North East India,
Arunachal Pradesh is a homeland to 26 major tribal groups and various sub-tribes. It is extended
over an area of 83,743 sq Km with a population of 13,83,727 only (Census, 2011). Among the
districts, the Lower Dibang Valley and Dibang Valley Districts, the homelands of the Idu
Mishmi tribe, form the area of study for the present paper. The Idus Mishmis are mainly
concentrated in two districts viz, Lower Dibang Valley and Dibang Valley District of Arunachal
Pradesh. They also inhabit in small pockets in East Siang District (Aohali village), Lohit District
(Tezu), and Upper Siang (Singa, Semo villages) Districts of Arunachal Pradesh. They are
included as a part of the larger group of the Mishmi tribe which includes Taraon and Kaman
Mishmis also.
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Idus are mongoloid in race and speak Idu Mishmi , a non-bodic Tibeto-Burman group of
language. Brown (1837) shows the earliest known reference to the Idu Mishmi language. Other
language data can also be found in Campbell (1874) and Konow (1902). Many other known
publications include the attempts at vocabulary and phrase books by the authors such as Pulu
(1978, 2002), Jatan Pulu (1968), P.C. Dutta (1962), roger blench and the ILDC (2018) etc. Apart
from these language-intended publications, books on the culture and society of the Idu Mishmis
have also been published.

Mithu and Midu are the two prominent dialects of the Idu language. These two dialects were the

basis of their division which culminated to become Idu and Bebejiya. Mithus were called
Bebejiya and in course of the time Midu is stated to become Idu. In the later stage the whole tribe
came to be known as Idu. The population structure as per the 2011 census shows that Dibang
valley thrives with just 4827 total scheduled tribe population and the lower Dibang valley with
25974 total scheduled tribe population. But these numbers do not guarantee that the speakers
would equal the population number. We would be wrong if we guaranteed a language’s safety
depending on just the number because lower Dibang valley includes both the Idu and the Adi
tribes and as such the population number would be divided between the tribes. Secondly the
population number does not indicate the speaker’s number. Not all of them speak the language.
Therefore, relying on the population number would lead to a false assumption of the security of
the language.

The Idu Mishmi language has some phrase books and some compilation of the words in order to
archive the language. Shri Jatan Pulu with his ‘/du Phrase Book’, (1978), Shri Jimi Pulu with his
‘Idu Mishmi Proverbs and Sayings’ (2002) show efforts at work to revitalise the use of the
language. Apart from the language speakers themselves some concerned individuals and groups
have also shown an interest in recording the language so that whatever was possible could be
archived. ‘The Idu Mishmis’, by Tapan Kumar Baruah (1988), The Idus of Mathun and Dri
Valley’ by Tarun Bhattacharjee, (1983) are some examples. Recent efforts of Roger Blench and
the Idu Mishmi Language Development Committee have after some trials and primers been able
to develop a proper form of dictionary and an acceptable writing system which could be subject
to change but at the present moment it is one of the best that could certainly give a space to the
Idu Mishmi language in the linguistic diversity and prevent it from getting extinct.

The ‘definitely endangered’ status of the Idu Mishmi Language: UNESCO’s Atlas of the
world’s languages in danger, Moseley,Christopher (ed.). (2009), shows that the Idu Mishmi
language falls under the category of a definitely endangered language. It is a matter of grave
concern for the Idu Mishmi people. The saving of this endangered language has thus become an
utmost priority for the conscious speakers who are aware of this fast-approaching danger. There
has been awareness among various groups like the IMCLS, i.e., Idu Mishmi Cultural and
Literary Society, where not only the welfare of the society, but various issues related to the
culture, language and society are brought to the knowledge of the people. In the younger
generation speakers, the code mixing and code switching are being used almost naturally as if it
were the original native language spoken by the native Idu Mishmi people as the use of
Assamese, English and Hindi is frequently observed. The language is not dead yet. Therefore,
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its preservation is an urgency to stop the process of its dying and subsequently getting extinct.
The growth of the Idu Mishmi language in this context depends on various practices that are
followed in working with the endangered languages of the globe.

Understanding practices used for revitalisation purposes, for proper education and guidance of
people for adoption of some of these in the context of the Idu Mishmi language of Arunachal
Pradesh is crucial with reference to Cherokee (Oklahama), Igbo (Nigeria), Maori (New Zealand),
Kamilaroi (Australia), Dgernesiais (Guemsuy/Afghanistan), Wukchumni (yokuts tribe of
California), etc. Tom Belt’s working with other Cherokee speakers in the Eastern Band led to the
teaching of Cherokee lessons at a local school, till the tribe created a language immersion school
for children, where core classes —including science and math — are taught in Cherokee. Cherokee
language is also offered at the local university, where Belt teaches'. Further, Darrell Kipp’s essay,
Encouragement, Guidance and Lessons Learned: 21 Years in the Trenches of Indigenous
Language Revitalization, tells of his 21 years of experience in the trenches of indigenous
language revitalization to revive the Blackfoot language.

The speakers as a community both affected (due to the language having already become
endangered) and concerned (about what to do certainly to be able to save it from falling into
further endangerment) are to compare from among available models of global practices on
helping their language with measures whereby language elements would be more and more
gathered together before falling into disuse and disappearance. In this context, one of the ways is
to make the school children coming from the Idu Mishmi language speakers’ community keep
the language in use mostly in terms of its great stock of words. The occasion for the school
children to actively, consciously, definitely and necessarily to handle the stock of words would
arise only if teaching, learning, testing, examination, evaluation are all made related to the active
collection, production and context-based application of the Idu Mishmi words themselves.
Further, as the English medium school subjects taught and understood in English language alone
creates the real hurdle for the tribe’s students resulting in their overall poor academic
performance, somewhere scope very definitely arises for the use of the bilingual method,
translation wherever found useful, and the use of Idu Mishmi words. Always there it being
practically difficult to find effective help from the teacher who is able to help in an English
lesson or text, it can be very cosily overcome with the use of a bilingual or trilingual dictionary.
In case of Idu Mishmi, such a thought of practically useful dictionary is seen by bringing three
languages together for the ease of need-based use primarily by the students though wider
general-purpose use can also be quite beneficial to teachers, parents, tutors, visitors and tourists
interested in short-term transactions involving the local Idu Mishmi language.

The three-language formula and NEP-2020 -- Hope for the Idu Mishmi Language and
Learners of English : Despite the government of India’s three-language formula being ideal in
conception, very few states could implement it due to various factors. But, as the situation of the
languages are growing more pathetic, it is very necessary that the states implement it at the
earliest. A growing consciousness among the people speaking the language is the first necessary
step towards revitalizing the language. Under the National Education Policy (NEP -2020),

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mother tongue is being prioritised in the schooling upto Class V and VIII. The linguistic and
academic contexts prevailing in the Idu Mishmi speaking communities of Dibang Valley and
Lower Dibang Valley districts require English language learners coming from speech
communities that don’t have their unique script and that are fast rendered aware of the decaying
and dying status of their language because of UNESCO initiatives to realise how their academic
performance suffers in absence of their proficiency in English .A dependable dictionary in their
own language would make them understand words and texts given in English language.

The government of India has paid due attention to help the endangered languages and the minor
languages. Thus, many policies like the three-language formula have been very pragmatically
introduced and implemented. The three-language formula that the government of India  has
devised could actually be implemented where English, Hindi, and a local language can be taken
up, so that the languages that are getting out of real-life use could thrive and vibrantly continue
as the people’s tongues.

Pleading for a Dictionary: A dictionary project thus appears in due course proper to be taken up
for the important purpose of cataloguing and documenting the Idu Mishmi language in line of
Wilcox’s ‘wukchumni ? dictionary example. Archiving and learning the language stand to gain
by building various dictionaries (mono-lingual, bi-lingual, tri-lingual) for the prescribed CBSE
books of the elementary level in the Idu Mishmi dominated areas. Use of such a dictionary
would help in the simultaneous learning of three languages (English, Hindi and a local language,
here Idu Mishmi) for the tri-lingual dictionary. The innovative use of various dictionaries built
for the endangered languages could serve to deal with the elementary level school textbooks.
Thus, dictionaries for the elementary level besides enhancing the learning process would ensure
the growth of the Idu Mishmi speaking population.

Objectives guiding the construction of the trilingual dictionary:
The main objectives in the creation of this dictionary are:

e To help save the endangered language by documenting the Idu Mishmi language in the
form of finding equivalent words in Idu Mishmi for conveying meaning of the words in
English taken from the NCERT textbooks of classes [-VIII across the curriculum.

e To introduce the Idu Mishmi language in a formal learning format and enable the
students to learn the Idu Mishmi language as they learn English.

e To help the Idu Mishmi students with their academic performance by providing them a
tri-lingual dictionary (English-Idu Mishmi-Hindi) as an aid in their learning venture and
improve their learning skills.

e To provide information regarding the status and state of the Idu Mishmi language and
thus help stem the issue of the threatened Idu Mishmi language .

Considering the pedagogical prospects of an English — Idu Mishmi — Hindi dictionary, it
is necessary to intensify lexicographic efforts in the field of endangered language dictionary
contents into the teaching process.

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When designing a dictionary for an endangered language, the first consideration is always the
uses that the learners or speakers may want to make of the dictionary. Thus, this dictionary has to
cater to such needs of the learners and the speakers. The words taken from the NCERT textbooks
being exhaustive. The users are usually put off finding words in huge dictionaries. The words
have to be selected on the basis of the themes, availability of words in Idu Mishmi language and
also the nearest possible meanings in the Idu Mishmi language. The dictionary thus has to be
designed as per the functionality and practical consideration.

Conclusion: In the given context, it is necessary to work out an effective plan of saving the Idu
Mishmi language/dialect from its present reported endangered status. A dictionary growing up as
a compilation of the words from the school textbooks could indeed help a lot as all the students
who are not apt in English language and not familiar with the Idu Mishmi language (in the Idu
Mishmi dominated areas) would make the usage of the language possible with assured better
comprehension and a better academic performance. As increase in the use of the language is
quite practically predictable, actually the Idu Mishmi language would be saved from its already
appended tag of being ‘definitely endangered’.

The construction of this tri-lingual (English-Idu Mishmi-Hindi) dictionary seems to
immensely benefit the [du Mishmi community by documenting the Idu Mishmi language which
would help revitalize the endangered Idu Mishmi language. With the documentation, a large
source of traditional knowledge can be saved from getting eroded and lost. As language is an
important source of cultural heritage, its documentation helps in understanding the culture and
preserving the pristine knowledge that is embedded in the language. Another benefit would be to
the users (Idu Mishmi students), who would be able to learn their own mother tongue with the
help of the dictionary. They would also be able to improve their academic performance with the
help of the dictionary as an aid to vocabulary in their lessons across the curriculum that they do
in the English medium schooling system of the state of Arunachal Pradesh.
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The Constitutional Validity of Anti-Conversion Laws in India
(With special reference to Madhya Pradesh)

ABSTRACT: “The family, marriage, procreation and sexual orientation are all integral to the dignity of the
individual, which tells that the right to life is not merely an animal
existence. ’https://www.lawctopus.com/academike/madhya-pradesh-anti-conversion-law/ - ftn33 The
Supreme Court has have, in a series of decisions, held that right to choose one's partner, the right to decide who to

have intimate relation with, whether to live in or marry with are indispensable part of our right to life under article
21 of the constitution. This paper attempts to look into two basic but non ending skepticism- Whether the anti-
conversion laws restrict the rights to choice, privacy, personal liberty, marriage, and dignity given under Article 21?
And whether the anti-conversion laws violate the freedoms of religion and conscience under Article 25?

Keywords: Article 21, Article 25, Anti-conversion, Allurement, Force, Fraudulent, Religion.

INTRODUCTION:

People convert to a different religion for various reasons, by free choice, due to a change in
beliefs, deathbed conversion, conversion for convenience, marital conversion, and forced
conversion.

The anti conversion laws are laws designed to prevent or prohibit the forceful conversion
from one religion to another. The specific provisions of anti conversion laws vary from place to
place and may be enforced through criminal or civil penalties. Anti-conversion laws though are
constantly under criticism because of their ambiguity and the absence of strong
justifications for them.

BACKGROUND AND ENACTMENT OF ANTI CONVERSION LAWS:

Religion in India is not only social, political and economical issue but rather a sentimental issue.
The anti conversion laws trace their origin in pre-independence era when princely states like
Jodhpur, Patna, Bikaner, Surguja, Kalahandi, Udaipur, and Kota introduced them. Post
independence, several attempts were made at the central level to enact a comprehensive law on
this subject but failed every time as constitutionally Law & Order is purely a state subject.

Many states (08 out of 28 states) have passed the ‘Freedom of Religion’ ordinance to restrict
forceful or fraudulent religious conversions. These states, in order of enactment, are: Odisha in
1967, Madhya Pradesh in 1968, and 2021, Arunachal Pradesh in 1978, Chhattisgarh in 2000 and
2006, Gujarat in 2003, Himachal Pradesh in 2006 and 2019, Jharkhand in 2017, Uttarakhand in
2018, Uttar Pradesh, ordinance in 2020.

THE CONSTITUTIONAL TAKE ON PRACTICE OF RELIGION:

The concept of ‘Secularism’ was not the part of the Constitution since its inception but the
42" Constitutional Amendment Act, 1976 made it an integral part of its basic structure.
Nonetheless, in S.R. Bommai Vs Union of India, the Supreme Court ruled that India was already
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a secular state ever since the origin of the constitution. The Article 25 guarantees right to
freedom of conscience and the right to freely profess practice and propagate religion”.
However, the word “propagate” has been one of the most argued expressions in the entire
Constitution, and has been retained despite its disputed nature.

NEWLY ENACTED MADHYA PRADESH FREEDOM OF RELIGION BILL 2021:

As the Madhya Pradesh came up with an ordinance on anti-conversion law, the Madhya Pradesh

Freedom of Religion Ordinance, 2020, The Dharma Swatantra Adhiniyam, introduced in 1968,

got dissolved with the enactment of the Bill in 2021. Its salient features are:

e Both, the person under going conversion and the priest executing it shall notify the District
Magistrate at least 60 days before the desired conversion date Failing which, they can be
punished with up to a five-year jail term and liable to pay a fine not less than Rs.50000.

e [t mandates a priest performing a conversion to notify the District Magistrate, whereas in the
UP, the person under going conversion needs to notify themselves.

e In the new law, even the guardian or the custodian court would be able to register a
complaint. Earlier only the aggrieved person, parents and siblings could register the offence.

e A family court will declare the marriage null and void if it contravenes with the new law.
However the child born out of such marriages will have a right to their father’s property, and
the children and women will be entitled to maintenance.

Thus, it can be inferred that anti conversion laws are somewhat aimed at providing relief to

specific groups, most commonly women.

NECESSITY OF ANTI CONVERSION LAWS:

Anti conversion laws do contribute in - Protection of Cultural and Social chemistry of the
society, Protection of the traditions and beliefs of a particular religion and preventing the erosion
of its influence or power. It protects the poor and innocent individuals from being coerced or
deceived into converting to a different religion and to stop Fraudulent Marriages.

CONSTITUTIONAL VALIDITY OF ANTI-CONVERSION LAWS:

These laws may offer protection, but they also pose limitations on people and individual
freedom. Though prima facie they seem to protect the individuals, but the main motive is
preventing the person from converting to a particular religion. Thus prior netification of
conversion (varies from state to state), (though the requirement of giving prior notice is against
the Special Marriage Act, 1954), bestowment of unchecked powers to the authorities gives way
for intrusion in individuals’ choice of partners or religion, violating the right to privacy,
autonomy, and personal liberty. The burden of proof (presumption of guilt) lies upon the
person accused of illegal conversion rather than the prosecution. As under this Bill, every
religious conversion is presumed to be illegal. Furthermore the offence is cognizable and
non-bailable. Thus, the police can arrest the accused without a warrant.

IMPORTANT SUPREME COURT JUDGMENTS ON MARRIAGE AND
CONVERSION:

The Supreme Court and High Courts held the idea that notifying of their intention to marry goes
against the fundamental rights of liberty and privacy and the freedom of choice of marriage.
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Since the same is against Article 16 of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, which
underscores the fundamental importance of marriage as an incident of human liberty.

e An adult has the right to marry and convert to another religion of their choice and that the
state does not have the right to interfere with an individual’s freedom to marry and convert, as
observed in Hadiya vs. Ashokan K.M. SC 2018, Lata Singh vs. the State of Uttar Pradesh SC
2006,

e A person can convert to another religion for marriage purpose, provided such a conversion
should not be used for avoiding legal obligations or responsibilities. Also any conversion solely
for the purpose of marriage is void and cannot be used as a defense in any legal proceedings as
observed in Sarla Mudgal vs. Union of India SC 1995, S. Pushpabai vs. C.T. Selvaraj SC 2023.

THE SPECIAL MARRIAGE ACT 1954 AND IT’S CONFLICT WITH ANTI
CONVERSION LAWS:

THE SPECIAL MARRIAGE ACT, 1954, permits inter faith marriage which a legal right that
anti conversion laws cannot interfere, but it places tangible consequences for the parties to such a
marriage in terms of succession. Thus for a Hindu, the law automatically enforces a partition
from the individual’s undivided family which deprives them of any potential accrual to such
property subsequent to the marriage whereas for a Muslim, the law states inheritance to be
conducted through the Indian Succession Act, 1925 rather than under Muslim personal laws
following an interfaith marriage; the latter being more advantageous to a Muslim man.

Hence, the act of converting solely for the purpose of marriage so as to avoid the impact of the
Special Marriage Act provides discernible legal benefits and can arguably be struck down.
Moreover, the Supreme Court, in Stanislaus vs. state of Madhya Pradesh 1977, held that the
act of religious proselytization is not protected by Article 25 of the Constitution. A distinction
was made between the right to propagate and the right to convert. The former was allowed while
the latter was seen as not a part of the fundamental rights. Therefore, it’s difficult to argue that
the UP legislation is unconstitutional for curtailing religious conversions conducted purely for
the purpose of marriage. It is further affirmed by existence of identical legislation
Uttarakhand and Himachal Pradesh.

In Sufiya Sultana V. State of U.P.2021 SCC 2020 requirement of mandatory publication of
notice and inviting objection under section 5, 6 and 7 of the Special Marriage Act, 1954 by
declaring those provisions as declaratory and not mandatory.

In Lily Thomas V. Union of India 2000 and Sarla Mudgal V. Union of India SC1995, it was
held religious conversions carried out without a bona fide belief and for the sole purpose of
deriving some legal benefit are illegal.

ISSUES ASSOCIATED WITH ANTI-CONVERSION LAWS:
Freedom of religion: Anti conversion laws can be seen as a violation of the right to freedom of
religion (Article 25), which is protected by the Constitution of India and International human
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rights laws. These laws can restrict an individual’s ability to choose their own religion and can
be used to suppress minority religions.

Discrimination: Many are of the view that the anti-conversion bill is primarily targeted against
the minorities. In some cases, these laws have been used to target and persecute minority
religious groups.

Coercion and manipulation: Some people argue that anti conversion laws are necessary to
prevent coercion and manipulation in religious conversion. However, others believe that these
laws are often used as a pretext to suppress minority religions and restrict the right to freedom of
religion.

Social and cultural divisions: Anti conversion laws can contribute to social and cultural divisions
within a community or society, particularly if they are used to protect the dominant religion.
Conflict with other laws: Anti conversion laws can sometimes conflict with other laws, such as
laws that protect freedom of expression or the right to freedom of association.

Effectiveness: There is debate over the effectiveness of anti conversion laws in achieving their
intended goals. Some people argue that these laws are not effective in preventing religious
conversion, while others believe that they are necessary to protect the cultural and social
cohesion of a community or society.

RECENT DEVELOPMENTS:

The Supreme Court upheld the decision of MP High court by maintaining that Section10 of
Madhya Pradesh freedom of religion act (MPFRA), 2021 which obligates a 2 month prior notice
before conversion was unconstitutional. The High Court observed the right to remain silent a
fundamental right under article article 21 as silence produce privacy. The solicitor general
argued that the above law did not prohibit either marriage or conversion but it only requires to be
informed, a provision which was there in 1968 law as well. The bench however pointed out that
in 1968 there was no Penal provision and section 10(2) of MPFRA 2021 is a penal provision and
said “All conversions cannot be illegal conversions”

Citing Judgments of the SC, the HC had said that in the Lata Singh case, it was recognized, that
the marriage lies within a core zone privacy of a citizen which was inviolable. “Right to marry
a person of choice is held to be integral to article 21 of the constitution.” In K § Puttaswamy
(supra) judgment, the Nine Judge bench has drawn the curtains on this aspect by holding that
family, marriage, procreation, and sexual reorientation are all integral to the dignity of the
individual.

In December 2020, the Citizens for Justice and Peace (CJP), a Mumbai-based NGO, filed a Writ
Petition in the Supreme Court challenging the constitutional validity of the laws on the ground
that the laws were enacted as a result of a ‘baseless rhetoric’ known as ‘love-jihad’. They argued
that the provisions violate theright to personal liberty, freedom of choice, privacy
and conscience as they intentionally prevent inter-faith marriages.

In their petition, CJP relied on the case of Shafin Jahan v. Asokan K.M. (2018) , KS
Puttaswamy v Union of India (2017), Shakti Vahini v. Union of India (2018) and Indian
Young Lawyers Association vs The State of Kerala (2019) which elaborated the role of privacy,
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choice and religious beliefs for maintaining dignity. The petition was heard by a 3-Judge Bench
headed by Chief Justice S.A. Bobde and Justices V. Ramasubramanian and A.S. Bopanna. The
Bench issued notices to the concerned States.

As the CJP petition remains pending, the States of Gujarat (2021), Haryana (2022) and
Karnataka (2022) have enacted their own Anti-Conversion laws. However, on August 19th, 2021
the Gujarat High Court put astay on several sections of the Gujarat Freedom of Religion
(Amendment) Act. On November 14th, 2022, the Madhya Pradesh High Court struck down the
declaration clause of the Madhya Pradesh Freedom of Religion Act. The State of Gujarat and
Madhya Pradesh have appealed in the Supreme Court. A petition challenging the Karnataka
Protection of Right to Freedom of Religion Ordinance, 2022 is pending in the Karnataka High
Court.

On January 5th, 2023, the Jamiat-Ulama-i-Hind filed a new petition in the Supreme Court
challenging the validity of the anti-conversion laws of Uttarakhand, Uttar Pradesh, Himachal
Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh and Gujarat.

Recently, The Karnataka cabinet led by the Congress on Thursday decided to repeal the anti-
conversion law brought in by the previous BJP government.

Globally, the U.S. Commission on International Religious Freedom has expressed concerns
and called for the laws’ revocation. “India’s state-level anti-conversion laws violate
international human rights law’s protections for the right to freedom of religion or belief. They
impermissibly limit and punish an individual’s right to convert and right to persuade or support
another individual to convert voluntarily,” the commission said in a report released March
14, Issue Update: India’s State-Level Anti-Conversion Laws. “The anti-conversion laws also
worsen religious freedom conditions in India which, as USCIRF has reported, are already
poor,” the commission added.

WAY FORWARD

It is a complex issue with multiple perspectives on the matter; however here are a few ways in
which the current situation with the anti conversion laws in India could be addressed moving
forward:

e Reviewing the existing laws: The current anti conversion laws in India should be reviewed
to ensure that they are consistent with international human rights standards and the Indian
Constitution. This review should be carried out by experts in the field of human rights and
religious freedom and should take into account the views and concerns of all relevant
stakeholders.

e Streamlining the Process: The government shall work to simplify and streamline the
process to make it easier for people coming under this law. Also, the requirement for a prior
notice period has been a contentious issue, as it can lead to interference or harassment from
third parties. The government could consider removing this requirement or making it
optional in certain cases.
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e Raising Awareness: Many people in India are not aware of the provisions of the Anti
Conversions Laws. The government shall work to raise awareness about this law and its
benefits, especially in rural areas where awareness is low.

e Limiting the scope of the laws: The scope of anti conversion laws should be limited to
prohibit only forced or fraudulent conversions while allowing genuine and voluntary
conversions. This would help to ensure that the laws are not used to violate the right to
freedom of religion or to discriminate against certain religious groups.

e There should be more transparency and accountability in the implementation of anti
conversion laws, with clear guidelines and procedures. More efforts should be made to
promote dialogue and understanding between religious groups, with a focus on tolerance
and raising acceptance about other religions.

e Monitoring and Reporting: To ensure that the laws are not being misused, there should be
an independent body which will monitor the law’s implementation and take complaints, to
ensure that they are being implemented fairly and with transparency and also to report any
abuses to the authorities. Ultimately, the way forward for anti conversion laws in India
would require a comprehensive approach that balances the right to freedom of religion and
the protection of the cultural and social cohesion of the country.

CONCLUSION:

Indian courts, through various landmark judgments, have upheld that the right to choose a
partner of a person’s choice is a fundamental right. Going by a data, provided by a 2005 survey
by the Indian Human Development Survey (IHDS) and the National Council of Applied
Economic Research (NCAER), only 2.21 per cent of all women between the ages of 15 and 49
were involved in interfaith marriages, In March 2021, the Madhya Pradesh Freedom of Religion
Bill got passed in the state along with a slew of others that preceded or followed. For instance, in
April, the Gujarat government amended the Gujarat Freedom of Religion Act 2003, enacting the
Gujarat Freedom of Religion (Amendment) Act 2021 in line with eradicating ‘love jihad’. This
reasoning has prevailed across states which have gone ahead with stringent punishments,
banning ‘forced’ conversions. Issues relating to religious freedom acquire a certain degree of
sensitivity which a state has to respect but state also has the duty to preserve peace in the society
and thus it becomes imperative for the state to regulate certain activities of the individuals.
Maintaining a balance between individual freedom and community interest is actually a
challenge for any democratic government. By dint of Article 18(2) of the ICCPR, no person
could be made susceptible to extreme persuasion that may infringe upon the freedom to maintain
his chosen religious identity.
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Abstract: Meaningful participation in criminal justice by victims of violence is an aspiration of advocates working
across domestic and international jurisdictions. Researchers have examined a range of participatory activities
undertaken by violence victims. However, there has been no review of research that could build shared
understanding of the content and contours of ‘participation’, its benefits and dis-benefits to victims, nor assess the
quality of justice it delivers. This article presents the first systematic quantitative and critical review of the topic.
Electronic literature databases were searched to identify empirical research of victim participation whether in
domestic or international criminal justice. Searches for peer reviewed academic English-language journal articles
found 58 studies matching the selection criteria and published between 2002 and 2021. Given the multiplicity of
situations and procedures ascribed as victim participation, we provide a schematic to assist researchers in organizing
evidence for future theoretical scrutiny.

Introduction

Victims participation in the criminal justice system plays a crucial role in promoting justice,
fairness and healing traditionally the criminal justice system has preliminary focused on the
prosecution and punishment of offenders often neglecting the needs and rights of the victims.
One of the primary reasons for promoting victims participation is to ensure a fair and balance
criminal Justice system, by allowing victims to be heard, their perspective and interests are taken
into account, providing a more comprehensive understanding of the crime and its impact.

Historical context

In ancient legal system, the focus was primarily on retribution and punishing offenders, victims
had limited involvement in the criminal Justice process, with the primarily responsibility resting
in the state or Government authority.

In 1970's marked the emergence of the victims right movement which sought to raise awareness
about the needs and rights of crime victim. This movement advocated for victims participation in
the criminal Justice System, including the right to be heard, informed, and involved in decision
making processes. Victims right have expanded to include range of provisions, such as the right
to protection, support, compensation, restitution and participation. These rights vary across
jurisdiction, but they reflect a border recognition of victims needs and their role in the criminal
Jjustice system.

Historically, victims were often seen as passive recipient of Justice, with limited opportunities to
actively participate in the criminal Justice process. However, there has been a shift towards
empowering victims and enabling their active participation.
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Victims Participation

Victims participation can be defined as the active involvement of those who have suffered harm,
whether physically, emotionally or financially as a result of a crime.

Victims Participation Report

Before considering victim participation in criminal justice, it is important to first acknowledge
that, when victimized, proportionately few people engage with the system at all. Research into
help-seeking after violence shows that while many disclose their experience to and seek help
from various informal sources (for a review, see McCart, Smith and Sawyer, 2010), few do so to
formal sources such as law enforcement (van Dijk, van Kesteren and Smit, 2008). Reporting to
police is particularly low where physical or sexual violence is involved. One Australian survey
found that only 21% of women who had experienced violence from a current partner reported to
police (for a review, see Voce and Boxall, 2018), a finding similar to earlier United States (US)
research (Felson and Pare, 2005). An analysis of the International Crime Victim Survey (ICVS)
found that 14% of sexual assault victims reported to police (Chon, 2014). Thus, while the
negative consequences of victimization by violence are well recognized (Krug, Dahlberg, Mercy,
swi and Lozano, 2002), it is not self evident that victims assessment of the seriousness and
wrongfulness of the victimization is sufficient for them to turn to criminal justice authorities.
Legal mobilization is everywhere hedged by social norms, situational variables and the legal
definitions that victims must navigate (Author, 2017).

Victims impact statements

It the late 1990, my collagues and I carried out two evaluations of pilot VIS projects in several
different police force areas. The first gauged the satisfaction of victims at the start of their cases
and at the end 77% of participants were pleased at the start of their cases that they participated,
but only 57% were pleased by the end, and 20% were displeased (hayle et al,1998).

The second evaluation examined the use of VIS by prosecutors and courts. Although seems that
few had actually been ignored equally few had made any difference to prosecution decisions or
to sentence. In giving victim a voice, but not the dignity that attaches to being heard, the UK ad
here to the letter but not to the spirit of our inter nation obligations.

Emergence of Participatory Rights for Crime Victims

Research and practice have shown that while some victims prefer to stay out of the criminal
justice system, many others wish to participate. The need to accord victims participatory rights
has been recognized by many national committees established to study victims in the criminal
justice process (e.g., the President’s Task Force on Victims of Crime, 1982, in the United States
and the report of the Standing Committee on Justice and Human Rights, 1998, in Canada).
Similar reports have been published in other jurisdictions.

The international community has also recognized the need to integrate victims into the criminal
justice process. In 1985, the United Nations Seventh Congress on the Prevention of Crime and
Treatment of the Offender adopted a declaration that required that victims be allowed to present
their views and concerns at appropriate stages of the criminal justice process. Victims also enjoy
significant rights in proceedings before the International Criminal Court in the Hague. That court
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hears cases involving the most serious crimes committed against many hundreds of crime
victims.

Many states in the United States have enacted victims’ bills of rights that vary in scope from
mandating that criminal justice officials simply show respect toward victims, to establishing a
victim’s right to be present and heard, to allowing victims to sit at the prosecutor’s table during
trial. In several states, victims’ rights are achieved by specific statute, but a number of states
have adopted constitutional amendments to give victims’ rights greater permanence and
visibility. The majority of the states also allow for victim participation in sentencing and parole
hearings. The states also provide for victim participation in plea bargaining. However, the extent
to which victims are allowed to participate in plea discussions varies widely, with no state
providing victims with a veto over plea agreements.

Arguments for Victim Participation at Sentencing

Advocates of victims’ rights to participate in the criminal justice process have advanced a variety
of arguments, some moral, some penological, and others practical in nature. The idea of victim
participation recognizes victims’ wishes to be treated as a party to the proceeding. Allowing
victims to participate in the criminal process reminds judges, juries, and prosecutors that behind
the “state” there is an individual victim with an interest in how the case is ultimately resolved. It
is argued that providing victims with input promotes proportionality in sentencing because
victims can provide accurate information about the seriousness of the crime. Victim participation
may also lead to increased victim satisfaction with the judicial process and cooperation with the
criminal justice system. This, in turn, may enhance the system’s effectiveness in bringing
offenders to justice. It may also increase perceptions of the fairness of proceedings, because it
will also allow victims to be heard. The use of VIS may also promote psychological healing by
helping victims recover from the emotional trauma associated with their victimization. Finally, it
may also alleviate some of the feelings of helplessness that can arise as a result of the crime and
the inability on the part of victims to express themselves to judicial authorities.

Conclusion

In conclusion, the role of victim participation in the criminal justice system is crucial for
ensuring a fair and effective process that addresses the needs of victims, promotes accountability,
and enhances public trust in the system. victim participation contributes to the pursuit of justice
by providing valuable information and evidence to investigators and prosecutors.

Additionally, victim participation promotes transparency and accountability in the legal process.
victim participation plays a vital role in preventing victimization. By involving victims in the
decision-making process, restorative justice aims to promote accountability, repair relationships
and foster community healing
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Abstract: The first and most important step of a research is formulation of research problems. It is like the
foundation of a building to be constructed. To solve a problem someone has to know about the problem. So, the
problem identification and formulation is very crucial for the researcher before conducting a research, and this is
perhaps one of the most difficult aspects of any research undertaking. The “problem” is stated in the opening
passages of a study and, in effect, provides a reader the rationale for why the study is important and why it is
necessary to read. This module discusses the concepts and activities for identifying, specifying, and stating a
research problem in both quantitative and qualitative research and positioning it within a section that introduces a
study, i.e., the “statement of the problem” section. By the end of this module, readers should be able to: (1)
Differentiate a research area of interest from a research topic and research problem; (2) Identify one’s own area of
interest ; (3) Determining the most suitable topic to study; (4) Explain the importance of a research problem in a
study; (3) Distinguish between a research problem and other parts of research process; (5) Identify criteria for
deciding whether a problem can and should be researched; (6) Describe how quantitative and qualitative research
problems differ; (7) Write a good problem statement section; and (8) Write research questions and hypothesis.

Introduction

Research, in a very general term, is a systematic way for finding things you and other people did
not know which are called as research problems. In this sense, as what the discussion on the
research process in previous modules has indicated, research is a process consisting of the
identifying and defining research problem, formulating and testing the hypothesis through data
collection, organization and analysis, making deductions and reaching of conclusion from the
test results of the hypotheses, and reporting and evaluating the research. Viewing its process,
research is essentially a problem driven activity.

Since research is problem driven, the first thing to deal in undertaking a study is to identify
and determine the problem to study. Identifying a research problem is important because, as the
issue or concern in a particular setting that motivates and guides the need for conducting a study,
it lays the foundation for an entire project. If the foundation is shaky the entire project is doomed
to failure. This is why no vice researchers necessitate absolute caution in the initial stages of a
research project. Professional researchers could easily identify a research problem because they
have been quite familiar with the phenomena in which a problem generally presents itself. By
considering the phenomena which include (1) a difficulty or deficiency to be overcome; (2) a
condition to be improved upon; (3) a gap in knowledge that exists in scholarly literature that is to
be filled; (4) a theory that requires meaningful understanding; or (5) a body of knowledge or
views held in different clime that requires validation or confirmation for local application,
professional researchers could easily recognize suitable problem to study. To make the concepts
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in this module clearer and more realistic, read the following four research articles: (1) Use of
Mother Tongue in EFL Classes of Secondary Schools in Jabodebek: Students’ and Teachers’
Perception (Pardede, 2018); (2) The Effect of Edmodo on EFL Learners’ Writing Performance
(Shams-Abadi, Ahmadi and Mehrdad, 2015), Attitudes of Pre-Service EFL Teachers toward
Research (Pardede, 2012), and The Contribution of Students’ Beliefs about Language Learning,
Learning Styles, and Language Learning Strategies toward The English Achievement of The
Eleventh Grade Students of State Senior High Schools in Singaraja (Angelianawati, 2012).

Research Field, Area of Interest, Topic and Problem:

Why could professional researchers identify a research problem relatively easy but novice
researchers find it difficult? The answer, as it has previously been indicated, is that professional
researchers are familiar with their field of the study, while novice researchers still have a
relatively familiarity to it. Thus, to be able to identify a research problem, you should first make
English language teaching (ELT) research, the field in which you are undertake a research well
known to you. To achieve this, overviewing the ELT research and its area is worth doing. Before
making an overview of ELT research field, it a good idea first to clarify the four terminologies in
this subsection: research field, area, topic and problem. Research field refers to the whole areas
of research undertaken in a specific scientific discipline. Thus, ELT research field covers the
whole studies carried out in English teaching discipline. A research area is a specific part or
section of a research field. A research area covers many topics researchers can study in the
context of a scientific discipline. A research topic is “the broad subject matter addressed in a
study” (Creswell, 2012, p. 60). Since it is the broad subject matter of a research, many
investigators begin here. A research problem, as mentioned previously, is the issue being
addressed. It helps in narrowing the topic down to something that is reasonable for conducting a
study. Creswell, 2012) defined research problem as ‘“a general educational issue, concern, or
controversy addressed in research that narrows the topic” p. 60). The relationship of research
field, area of interest, topic and problem is illustrated by Figure 1. It shows that ELT research
field is divided into many research areas. Each research area is divided further into many topics,
and each topic could is divided into some research problems.

Identification of Research Problem

After choosing a specific topic for your academic paper, you need to state it as a clear
research problem that identifies all the issues that you’ll address.

It’s not always simple for students to formulate it. In some fields, they may end up spending
a lot of time thinking, exploring, and studying before getting a clear idea of what research
questions to answer.

Research Topic

As mentioned earlier, after having research interests, it will be easier for you to determine the
topic or “the broad subject matter addressed in a study” (Creswell, 2012, p. 60). Pardede (2018),
for instance, might have decided “Translation in ELT” as one of his research area. Based on this,
he selected “the use mother tongue in foreign language learning” the topic of his study. In the
same way, Angelianawati (2012) might have decided “Psychology, Anthropology, and
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Sociology in ELT” as her area of interest. Then she selected “students’ beliefs about language
learning, learning styles, and language learning strategies” as her research topic.

What should you do to identify and select a topic based on your interested research area? Just
follow these three steps. First, broaden and deepen your understanding about the research area.
Second, make a list of possible topics to study based on the research are. Third, choose the best
topic by putting the eleven points below into consideration. The first step could be accomplished
by reading literature review, research articles, handbooks and encyclopedias related to the
research areas. After having broader and deeper knowledge about the research areas, you are
ready to take step two, i.e. listing the possible topics to study. After that, use the eleven
considerations proposed by Reis (1999):

1. Can it be enthusiastically pursued?

2. Can interest be sustained by it?

3. Is the problem solvable?

4. Is it manageable in size?

5. Will it lead to other research problems?

6. Is it worth doing?

7. What is the potential for making an original contribution to the literature in the field?
8. If the problem is solved, will the results be reviewed well by scholars in your field?
9. Are you, or will you become, competent to solve it?

10. By solving it, will you have demonstrated independent skills in your discipline?

11. Will the necessary research prepare you in an area of demand or promise for the future?

As indicated by the eleven points, there are some factors to consider when selecting a
research topic. Some of them are related to your particular interests, capabilities, and
motivations. Some others have to do with the areas that will be of greatest interest to both the
academic and private sectors.

Research Problem

A research problem, as mentioned previously, is the issue being addressed in a study. The
issue can be a difficulty or conflict to be eliminated; a condition to be improved; a concern to
handle; a troubling question, a theoretical or practical controversy (or a gap) that exists in
scholarly literature. A research problem helps in narrowing the topic down to something that is
reasonable for conducting a study. Creswell, 2012) defined research problem as “a general
educational issue, concern, or controversy addressed in research that narrows the topic” p. 60).
Continuing with the topic identified by Pardede (2018), he looked at the perception of secondary
schools students and teachers of the use of Indonesian in EFL classes. The problem is that very
little attention has been given to the issue of first language use in English classes in Indonesia so
that there is no appropriate empirical data to prepare the ground for a more reasoned use of
Indonesian in the English classroom. By researching this problem, such necessitated data could
be obtained. Based on the topic she identified, Angelianawati (2012) focused on the contribution
of students’ beliefs about language learning, learning styles, and language learning strategies on
students’ English achievement as the problem of her study. By knowing the role of those
students’ beliefs it would be easier to facilitate them to succeed their learning.
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Steps in Formulating Research Problem

This is a great idea to thinking about the subject area of your interest. You should identify the
field in which you would like to work a long time after your academic study or graduation. It
will help you tremendously to get an interesting research topic. In this stage, researcher needs to

the factors of interests, capabilities, motivations, manageability, and contribution to literature, the
research problem is supposed to have fulfilled these factors. The fulfillment of this factor can
indicate that the problem can and should be studied. Before writing the research problem
statement, the investigator also needs to consider whether the problem will better suit a
quantitative or qualitative approach. If the problem concerns with the issue that needs to be
explained, it is best addressed by quantitative research. If the problem concerns with the issue
that needs to be explored, it is best addressed by the qualitative approach. A research problem is
succinctly stated in one or more concise paragraph (but not exceeds one page by including five
elements: the actual research problem, justification of the importance of the problem as found in
current studies and practice, deficiency (gap) in literature about the problem, method (timeframe,
participants, location and trend), and the organization, and/or the individuals that will benefit
from a better understanding or solution to the problem. The problem statement is then followed
by purpose, research questions. Exclusively, the research questions of a quantitative research are
followed by the hypothesis.
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Study of Academic Achievement as Related to Socio-economic Variables and
School Environment of Adolescents

Abstract: The main objective of this the present investigation was to study the influence of academic achievement
on adolescent’s socio-economic variables and school environment of Government and Private high school
adolescents. The sample comprised of 240 high school adolescents out of which 120 adolecents from government
schools and 120 from private school. For the present study, the school environment inventory developed by Misra
(1983) was used to measure the school environment as perceived by the adolescents. The result revealed that
government and private high school adolescents differ significantly on their school environment and academic
achievement. As per relationship of socio-economic variables of adolescent with school environment, the results
showed that there was positive and significant relationship found with family type, family size, parental education
and occupation, annual family income. Further, the study revealed that there is a significant and positive
relationship between school envirnment and academic achievement of government and private high school
adolescents.

It is concerned with quantity
and quality of learning attained in a subject after a definite period of instructions. At each stage
in schools, some measures of achievement are used to assess the student performance and further
opportunity for study is depend on it (Purkait, 2019). Young and Fraser (1994) studied the
impact of school on the achievement level of students and found that children learn through
exploration of their environments, in particular the home and school, as important developmental
factors. The classroom environment aids the development and effective achievement of pupil.
Studying and observing the effect of school climate perceiving by students upon development
and achievement, researchers found that such effect was healthier when there is proper
programming, teaching facilities and availability of well-set classrooms. Further, it has been
realized that many factors in the environment influence proper growth and development of an
individual, and so affect his achievement and adjustment (Makkar, 2010). Children living in poor
environment may fail to develop their potentials and skills to the optimum extent, may have a
negative effect on their performance in school and achievements in social life, while children
growing up in conducive environment may show superior cognitive abilities and academic
competence. Socially, the child is the product of environment. If the school is able to create a
congenial, pleasant and favourable climate for learning, the child is likely to enjoy the schooling
experience. A supportive institutional learning climate likely creates a positive attitude and
facilitate learning, whereas a non-supportive climate is likely to create a negative attitude and
impede learning It is therefore necessary to study the academic learning environment of children
in these two different contexts of home and school and trace the causal factor for enhancing the
academic accomplishment of children (Sunitha, 2005). Academic achievement is defined as the
level of actual accomplishment or proficiency one has achieved in an academic area, as opposed
to one's potential in the educational goals measured by examinations (Lawrence & Deepa, 2013).
It is the outcome of education — the extent to which a student, teacher and institution has
achieved their educational goals.

OBJECTIVE OF THE STUDY:

The present study was aimed to analyze the adolescent’s perceived mode of school environment
and to find out its relationship if any on their interpersonal relationship.

The study was conducted in Hisar district. Schools located in Hisar city both government and
private were identified for drawing the samples necessary for the present study. A purposive
random sample of 240 adolescents including both boys and girls aged between 14 and 16 year
studying in IX and X were drawn for the study.
Independent variables
School Environment Inventory (SEI) developed by Misra (1983) was used to measure the
school environment of the adolescents. SEI contains 70 items related to the six dimensions of
school environment i.e. (A) Creative Stimulation (CRS), (B) Cognitive Encouragement (COE),
(C) Acceptance (ACC), (D) Permissiveness (PER), (E) Rejection (REJ) and (F) Control (CON).
Twenty items belong to the creative stimulation dimension while each of the remaining five
dimensions has ten items belonging to it. The scale has 70 statements. Assign 4 marks to always,
3 marks to often, 2 marks to sometimes, 1 mark to rarely and 0 marks to no responses.
Reliability of the scale: The split half reliability coefficient for Creative Stimulation (0.919),
Cognitive Encouragement (0.797), Acceptance (0.823), Permissiveness (0.673), Rejection
(0.781) and Control was 0.762.
Dependent variables

Dependent variables are those, which are influenced by some external or internal factors.
Academic achievement of adolescents is taken as a dependent variable for the present study.
Academic achievement: The achievements in academics of individual are important indicator of
potentialities, strengths as well as weaknesses of individuals. Formation of a strong desire and
ambition motivates individual to strive hard to achieve that goal. The percentage or GPA
obtained in last class was recorded.

II1. RESULT AND DISCUSSION
Comparison of academic achievement of adolescents as per socio-personal and economic
variables

Comparison of academic achievement of adolescents as per socio-personal and economic
variables is elucidated in Table 1. Statistically significant differences subsisted for academic
achievement as per school (Z=2.32*, p<0.05), age (Z=2.13*, p<0.05), gender (F=2.36*, p<0.05),
family size (F=2.98*, p<0.05), and annual income wise (Z=2.94*, p<0.05). On the other hand, non —
significant differences were found for academic achievement of adolescents from various categories
of numbers of siblings, family type, and caste of the adolescents.

Comparison of academic achievement of adolescents as per parental variables

Results pertaining to adolescent’s academic achievement on the basis of parental variables are

portrayed in Table 2.

Significant differences contributed for academic achievement of adolescents as per father education
(F=2.81%*, p<0.05) and father occupations (F=3.08*, p<0.05). Mean scores for academic achievement as

per father education were significantly different, indicating adolescents whose were good academic

achievement (M= 1.90) were significantly better in academic achievement then adolescents whose poor

(M=1.79) and mean scores for academic achievement average (M=1.87) were significantly different. On

the other hand, non significant differences were found for academic achievement of adolescents with

various categories of mother education and mother occupation.

Association between socio-economic factors and academic achievement of adolescents

Chi squares were run between socio-economic factors and academic achievement of adolescents. Various
socio- economic factors included were caste category, family type, family size, parental education, parental
occupation and annual family income of adolescents.

As shown in Table 4, there was significant association between family type (}*=37.14*) family size
(*=24.04%) father education (y*>=11.63%*), father occupation (¥*>=10.12*), family annual income (¥*>=7.52*) and
academic achievement of adolescents at 0.05 per cent level of significance, whereas caste category, mother
education, mother occupation were non significant association with academic achievement.

4.5.2. Correlation between academic achievements with socio-economic variables

Correlations of academic achievement with socio-economic variables are portrayed in Table 7.
Pearson correlation analysis suggested that family size (r=0.059*), mother education(r=0.287%), father
education(r=0.395%*), mother occupation (r=0.292*) and father occupation (r=0.351%), were positively
significant with academic achievement of adolescents. On the other side family type and annual family
income were not significant correlated with academic achievement.

4.5.3 Correlation between academic achievement and school environment of adolescents

Table 8 depicts that correlation between school environment and academic achievement of adolescents. Aspects
of school environment i.e. creative stimulation (r=0.521%*), cognitive encouragement (r=0.342%*), acceptance
(r=0.253%*), and rejection (r=0.322*) were positively significant with academic achievement. Permissiveness and
control were not significantly correlated with academic achievement at 0.05 level of significance.

IV. CONCLUSION

Regarding the association between personal and socio economic factors and academic performance of
adolescent’s chi-square test was run. It was found that there was positively significant association
between academic achievement and age, no of siblings, family size, mothers’ education, fathers’
educations and family income of adolescents. According to Krashen (2005) studied on the effect of
parental level of education on academic performance of students. Results of study revealed that students
whose parents attained higher level of education scored higher marks on standardized tests than those
whose parents attained a lower level of education. Results are in corroborated with Linus (2015)
educational background of parents is the main predictive variables influencing students’ academic
achievement. Wang and Holcombe (2010) studied that school environment of adolescents influenced
academic achievement directly and indirectly. The finding shows that the socio-emotional school
environment is a deciding factor in the academic achievement of higher secondary adolescent’s boys.
According to Marteleto and Souzar (2012) also suggest the effect of family size on education that is not
uniform throughout a period of significant social, economic, and demographic change. Suleman et al.
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(2012) Students performed better whose father and mother occupation was better as compared to those
students whose father’s occupation was not better. Rajitha (2013) results revealed that parental
education and occupation had a significant influence on the achievement motivation of their adolescent
children. Chen and Liu (2014) suggest that singletons are not at any disadvantage compared to their
peers who have siblings and they enjoy some advantages over later born from medium to large families
on academic related outcomes.
School environment of adolescents

Majority of the government school girls’ adolescents of 14"-15 years of age group received high
level of creative stimulation, cognitive encouragement, permissiveness, acceptance and control of school
environment.
Academic achievement of adolescents

Majority of the private schools adolescents received average level of academic achievement than
government school. According to age 147-15 years of adolescents received average level of academic
achievement than 15%-16 years of adolescents. As per gender, boy’s adolescents received average level
of academic achievement than girls.
Compar ison between academic achievement and schools

Academic achievement of adolescents was positively and significantly correlated with schools of
adolescents. Higher the level of parental encouragement higher was the academic achievement of
adolescents.
Association between socio personal variables, school environment and academic achievement,

Socio personal variables like age, number of siblings, family size, education of parents and family
income were significantly associated with academic achievement. Sub aspect of school environment
only creative stimulation significantly associated with academic achievement.

But cognitive encouragement, permissiveness, rejection and acceptance and control were not
significantly associated with academic achievement. Academic achievement was also significantly
associated with school environment.
