Abstract: Marathwada played a special role in Hyderabad freedom struggle. Marathwada was
more aggressive as Nizam oppressed this region endlessly. The Nizam had to lose in the war with
the Marathas. After the liberation of Hyderabad, the Marathwada Division decided to celebrate
September 17 as Liberation Day. This recognition was received in 1998, the golden jubilee year
of freedom struggle. Since then, Liberation Day is being celebrated every year in Marathwada.
Martyr Govindrao Pansare played avital role in inspiring the youth to participate in this struggle
and make this movement successful. This paper throws light on the valuable contribution of
Govindrao Pansare and his martyrdom for this freedom struggle.

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After the police action ended, the Hindus
started taking revenge on the Muslims. they
killed many people. Many Muslims had to
leave their homes. But the situation soon came
under control. Our villages protected the
Muslim families in such a situation. Not a
single untoward incident happened. Muslims,
who were villages at night, were stopped by the
Hindus and protected them b providing basic
needs.

Marathwada played a special role in
Hyderabad freedom struggle. Marathwada was
more aggressive as Nizam oppressed this
region endlessly. The Nizam had to lose in the
war with the Marathas. After the liberation of
Hyderabad, the Marathwada Division decided
to celebrate September 17 as Liberation Day.
But it needed government approval. It was
approved later, with the continuous efforts of
Govind Bhai Shroff. P.V. Narasimha Rao, the
Prime Minister of India, was a freedom fighter
in  Swamiji's faith. This recognition was
received in 1998, the golden jubilee year of
freedom struggle. Since then, Liberation Day is
being celebrated every year in Marathwada.

Ittehadul Muslimeen organization was
becoming arrogant and head-turning. The
government was also ruling arbitrarily with
brute force. The atrocities of the Razakars had
reached their limits. The resistance of the
people was also increasing day by day. The
State Congress called for freedom struggle. In
1946, the Tehsildar of Nanded forced people to
collect levy in the villages of Ijvi and
Mavalkavtha but people refused levy
collection. As the police started brutality, the
people got angry and killed the Tehsildar.
Some people were arrested and charged with
murder. The court sentenced twelve persons to
life imprisonment.

Govindrao Pansare as a Gandhian Activist:

Govindrao Pansare worked as a Congress
worker in Dharmabad, Kondalwadi and Biloli.
He took it upon himself to break injustice. He
was a Gandhian activist and carried out his
activism in a peaceful manner. In a meeting, he

condemned the rampant injustice and
especially the incident of forced levy
collection. He addressed a meeting that held at
Kondalwadi. In his speech, he criticized the
Nizam government. He said that the Nizam
government did not have the right to punish the
citizens as criminals who killed the tehsildar of
Nanded who was a corrupt, a tyrant, who stole
the honor of women. No authority in the
Nizami regime has the right to criminalize the
people who have raised the issue of humanity.
It is the right of the people to rule the animals.
The responsible governance of the people that
would emerge and judge the case. The Nizam
government would not be able to give justice.

The atrocities of the Nizam government
continued to increase. Later, the tehsildar of
Mudhol started taking bribes. Then Govindrao
Pansare criticized such officers and the
tyrannical government. He expressed his anger
at various places in his speech. The Nizam
government arrested him for sedition. The
arrest was under Section 33 and 37 of the
Hyderabad Defense Act. The government had
arrested many people in the region as traitors.
During these arrest sessions in Marathwada,
Govindrao Pansare was arrested on October 14,
1946. The government usually granted bail in
such cases, but Pansare was denied bail. He
was kept in the police custody. Finally, he was
released on bail on October 21.

His Martyrdom:

After finishing the legal procedures,
Pansare left for Kondalwadi. His fellow
activists had brought a bullock cart to take him.
They left for Kondalwadi from Biloli in a
bullock cart. The distance between Biloli and
Kondalwadi was not more than about 2-3
miles. He was accompanied by Pundalik Patil
of Hangarga village in Mudhol taluka. A band
of Razakar Muslims of Ittehad Muslimeen was
standing on the road near Arjapur with
weapons. They blocked that bullock cart. They
dropped the people in the cart down. Their
leader asked, "Who is Govind Pansare here?" 'l
am Pansare’, said Pundalikrao Patil.” One of the
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Razakar started stabbing Pundalikrao Patil with
his sword. Looking at the young man taking a
sword on his back finally, Pansare cried out,
'Not he, | am Pansare,” and he came forward.
Suddenly Razakars started attacking him with
swords. Pundalik Patil, a young man of 20-22
years, fell on the body of Govindrao Pansare
and got brutally injured. Two or three Razakars
pulled aside the Pundalik Patil and severed the
head of Govindrao Pansare, who was lying in a
pool of blood. This incident took place on
Monday, October 21, 1946.

Pansare's murder was premeditated. Biloli
had an Ittehad meeting on the same day Pansare
was released on bail. Hundreds of Muslims
gathered at Biloli for that meeting. The
announcements of ‘'Long live Azad
Hyderabad!" 'Long live Qasim Razvil' were
made. The sounds of gun shots shook the
village. A group of Razakars who had come to
the meeting stopped Govind Pansari's bullock
cart near Arjapur as planned. Razakar made
inflammatory speeches against Pansare in the
meeting of Ittehad. Razakars knew when
Pansare would be released.

In the year 1946, the nuisance of Razakars
increased in Sansthan. It was because that year
Qasim Razvi became the president of Ittehad
Muslimeen, a bitter organization. He had
demonized the organization of Razakars. After
he became president, the network of Razakars
had spread to the villages.

After 4-5 hours of the murder of Govindrao
Pansare, DSP of Nanded came to the scene.
Collector and DSP did not want to take
Pansare's dead body to Dharmabad. As Pansare
was staying with his maternal uncle in
Dharmabad, his uncle Shankarao and some
activists came to take possession of his body.
The body was handed over to them on the
condition that the last rites be completed within
two-three hours. So, his last rites had to be
performed in Biloli itself.

Govindrao Pansare was born on 15 May
1913 in Badnapur in Aurangabad District. He
spent his childhood in Badnapur with his

maternal uncle. His father Vinayakrao and
mother Yamunabai both died when Govindrao
was six months old. Govind was brought up by
his maternal uncle Shankarao. Shankarao was
a station master. Govindrao was educated by
his uncle. He did his matriculation in Vivek
Vardhini, Hyderabad. He took admission in
Nizam College for Inter. He dropped out of
education during the 1942 movement then he
devoted himself to public work. He got
associated with Maharashtra Parishad and State
Congress. He was present at Haripur session of
Congress. It was from there that he got the
inspiration for national service. He started his
career as a staunch Gandhian.

Govindrao Pansare's maternal uncle
Shankarao lived in Dharmabad. Pansare started
staying with his uncle and Dharmabad and its
surroundings became his area of operation. He
started his career as a worker of State Congress.
He started using khadi. Govindrao was a
Gandhian activist of medium height with a dark
complexion. He worked in harmony with the
people of rural areas. He had visited many
villages in Dharmabad area. He worked as a
campaigner for the State Congress. He used to
talk that the Nizam government should adopt
responsible governance. He campaigned in the
surrounding villages so that people should
fearlessly participate in Satyagraha. He used to
present the grievances of the people to the
government court. Notably, he wrote weekly
letters to the Resident Viceroy and the Prime
Minister of Hyderabad about corruption and
many other issues, but no one was paying
attention to his letters. But he never gave up his
efforts. He never not tolerated corruption,
oppression, and injustice. Even before the ban
on the State Congress was lifted, he had started
the work of the Congress vigorously in his area.
He used to write letters to Swami Ramanand
Teerth as a Congress member.

His Valuable Contribution:

Pansare's work was not limited to
Dharmabad and Mudhol talukas. He had spread
his activism in three-four talukas of Nanded
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district. He also had influence in the Telugu
speaking districts of Nizamabad and Adilabad.
He preached in Marathi, Hindi, and Telugu
languages. He registered as a member of
Maharashtra Parishad and State Congress. As
the influence of his work increased, the
government found him a problem.

Corruption of government officials started
hanging on them and they started to threatening
him. Govindrao Pansare's work gradually
increased. Therefore, he started to poke in the
eyes of Ittehadul Muslimeen and the
government. This is one of the major reasons of
his murder.

A fair started gathering at the place where
Govindrao Pansare was murdered. Faujdar Jairi
of Biloli tried to stop the fair. Ittehad people
decided to attack the fair. A curfew was also
imposed. The State Congress decided to hold a
meeting at that place. People from Biloli,
Dharmabad, Mudhol, Deglur came in large
numbers for the meeting. Among the activists
present there were Nanded district organizer
Anant Bhalerao, Mudhol taluka organizer
Raghunath Ranjanikar, Pansare’s colleagues
Vitthalrao Ratnalikar, Baburao Kurundkar,
Nanded taluka organizer Sadashivarao
Kamatikar and Lakshman Patil. All the
members paid tribute to Pansare in the meeting.
But the Faujdar of Biloli had decided not to
allow this meeting to take place. He came to
Arjapur with a contingent of 20 armed
policemen. Four armed policemen were
stationed at Pansare's mausoleum while the rest
were kept in nearby mango farm.

The meeting started. Early bhajans and
songs began to be sung. The Congress flag was

hoisted on the tree at the meeting place. Police
came to the venue in a van. Men, women and
children were sitting on the meeting ground.
Jairy drove the police van over the people and
there was a total mess. Activists rushed there
but before that, Jairy started firing. A fight
started between the people and the police.
People surrounded the police. People started
resisting with whatever means they could. The
encounter lasted for an hour. The police killed
four people. They fled to Biloli. The crowd of
Arjapur subsided.

Conclusion:

The martyrdom of Govindrao Pansare gave
momentum to the struggle of the State
Congress. After his murder, Hyderabad City
Congress President Siraj ul-Hasan Tirmiji
organized a condolence meeting in Hyderabad.
Tirmiji in his speech paid tribute to martyr
Pansare said, ‘Pansare got lucky! Because he
was martyred on a certain day. | have been
walking under the shadow of death for the past
twelve years. You should consider my speech
today as my condolence speech. But the
tyrannical regime should remember that the
sacrifice of heroes like Govindrao Pansare will
end in the destruction of the killing power. The
test of how strong the regime of injustice and
oppression is now.'

Siraj ul-Hasan Tirmiji's speech was
insightful. Tirmiji was a loyal worker of the
State Congress. He gave an implicit warning to
the Nizam through his speech. This shows the
value of Govindrao Pansare’s martyrdom and
its importance in bringing the Hyderabad
freedom struggle on the right path and inspiring
the youth to actively participate in this fight.

Folk songs, poetry, and stories
became vehicles of resistance, often coded with
anti-colonial and anti-Nizam sentiments.

e Urdu Poetry: The works of poets like
Makhdoom Mohiuddin, who blended
revolutionary themes with lyrical beauty,
galvanized public sentiment.

e Telugu Literature: Writers like Kaloji
Narayana Rao used prose and poetry to
critiqgue oppression and inspire collective
action.

These vernacular forms preserved cultural
identities while promoting unity against
common adversaries.

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In September 1948, the newly independent
republic of India carried out a police action
against the Princely State of Hyderabad, which
was referred to as Operation Polo. The
operation resulted from the Nizam of
Hyderabad's refusal to accede to India after the
British left India in 1947. The Nizam of
Hyderabad hesitated to align with India
following Independence on August 15, 1947.
When the Government of India decided to take
action against Hyderabad State, Sardar
Vallabhbhai Patel then detailed discussion with
Law Minister Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar was
of the view that if we were to decide to send
army troops, it would have adverse
consequences internationally. This incident will
be discussed in UNO. There can be many
interpretations that the Indian army entered the
Hyderabad state and attacked the Hyderabad
state. Dr. Ambedkar suggested that we would
send Army troops, but call the action 'Police
Action'. Sardar Vallabhbhai Patel Accepted Dr.
Babasaheb Ambedkar suggestion. Before that,
The military intervention in the Hyderabad
state was officially labeled as 'Police Action' by
the then Home Minister, Sardar Vallabhbhai
Patel. The forces of the Nizam surrendered to
the Indian Army

Operation Polo

Operation Polo was a significant military
operation conducted by the Indian Armed
Forces in September 1948, which resulted in
the annexation of the princely state of
Hyderabad into the Indian Union. The
operation was launched after the Nizam of

Hyderabad, Mir Osman Ali Khan, refused to
accede his state to India after the country
gained independence in 1947.

The Indian  Government  thought
Hyderabad might cause problems because it
was in the middle of India and had a lot of
Muslim people. Hyderabad also used to be
independent, which made it a tricky situation.

o The Indian Government initially attempted
to persuade Nizam to accede to India
peacefully, but negotiations failed.

o This led to the launch of Operation Polo,
which saw the Indian Armed Forces
quickly and decisively overpower the
Hyderabad State Armed Forces.

o The operation lasted just five days and
resulted in the accession of Hyderabad to
India.

Operation Polo was important because it
showed that the Indian Government wanted to
keep the country together and protect its
borders. They used both talking and fighting to
make sure everyone agreed to be part of India.
This helped set an example for future situations
where India needed to protect its borders.

Historical Background of Operation Polo

o Hyderabad was a princely state in the center
of the Indian subcontinent ruled by the
Nizam, Osman Ali Khan. It was the most
prominent and wealthiest princely state at
the time of India's independence in 1947.

In this mass movement, awareness was
created among women by organizing women's
gatherings and women's conferences. Rural
women participated enthusiastically in this
struggle for independence. These women fed
the underground freedom fighters with pieces
of bread night after night. Primarily The name
of the brave woman Godavari Kisanrao Teke
from Bhum, Taluka can be taken. Kisanrao
used to carry a gun which create a kind of fear.
Once, in a crisis where he did not have a gun,
Qasim Razavi was killed during the time of the
Razakars and in the same period Kisanrao died
and became a martyr. Godawaribai says, “Only
if I avenge my husband's murder will | become
the true wife” 2

Godawari Tai decided to take revenge
of husband’s death and shut door from inside
and started firing from the window and shoot
one rajakar. This incident caused razakars clan
to become furious and to set fire to their house
and Godawaribai died in it becoming a martyr.

Thus, among the women who were
martyred in this battle were Sambhabai Bira
Dhangar from Nandgaon in Tuljapur, Punjabai
Punjaji Buzurge from Aurangabad, Balu Bai
Gangulal from Nanded, and Lakshmibai Balaji
Mayekar. All these women became martyrs by
sacrificing their lives for freedom during the
Razakars.

Trivenibai Patlin from Shelgi, a well-
known activist of the movement, helped the
activists financially and the activists were
amazed by her generosity. Trivenibai used to
say, "Please give me a rifle and let me come
with you. | will die fighting with you for the
freedom because the Razakars will rob me of

my honor.” 3 This sentence shows the brutality
of Razakar’s towards women.

The incident of a brave woman from
Mehkar is noteworthy here. Once the soldiers
of the Kisan Dal came to the village of Mehkar,
as soon as they arrived, the Razakars, Pathans
and Rohillas of the village took refuge in a fort
in fear. But there was a terror of the Kisan Dal
in that area. A woman stood at the door to see
these brave soldiers of Kisan Dal. The people
of the village were timid, but this woman was
happy to see these brave soldiers and came
forward. The woman said, "Those wicked
Razakars are hiding in the fort. Get them out.”

It was night. She wrapped her cloak
around her waist and brought a bundle of hay
from her house and started walking ahead of
the Kisan Dal."She led these soldiers to the fort.
They took leave from the fort and started firing.
This went on for four to five hours. She was
also fighting with the Kisan Dal soldiers. The
soldiers asked her to leave, but she was not
ready to move from there. A young man was
killed on the spot by a bullet fired from a court.
It was during this firing that she fell victim to
Mehkar's bullet.

Some women's groups also participated

in this struggle, including Lata Bodhankar,
Bakula  Pedgaonkar, Sitabai  Vinayak
Charthankar, Pratibha Vaishpayan, Kamala
Deshpande, Sushila Diwan, Ashatai Waghmare
and many other women who fought in this
struggle.
Many such women became martyrs but their
names are not found in history. All such
heroines participated in the Hyderabad
Liberation War.

Swami Ramananda Tirth, the true spirit
and soul of the Marathwada freedom struggle
were the visible and invisible people who all
struggled for the Marathwada. 17th September,
1948 A.D. Marathwada became free from
Nizam’s rule.

The work of organizing women in
Marathwada had started since 1945. Women's
issues were discussed in the sessions of the
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Maharashtra Council. In 1945, the Maharashtra
Parishad was held in Selu, district Parbhani. A
conference was also held in conjunction with it,
in which more than 500 women from
Marathwada region were participated.

These conferences not only created awareness
among women but also made them aware about
social issues and issues related to the political
sphere. Some women even entered the political
sphere. In 1946, the ban on the State Congress
was lifted and the movement gained
momentum. Along with the students, female
students also participated in that movement.

In Hyderabad, student groups took out a huge
march and Tara Paranjape and her fellow
students organized the girls.

On October 1, 1947, more than 100
women took out a march in Aurangabad,
raising slogans against the Nizam. In
Hyderabad, women staged a sit-in in front of a
lawyer's house, and this movement spread to
rural areas as well. Women activists boosted
the morale of the soldiers at the border camp,
provided them with weapons and worked to
provide them with vegetables and bread to eat.

In Latur, Kaveri Bai Bodhankar was
caught with a weapon and thrown in jail.
Women like Gitabai Charthankar, Pedgaonkar
also served time in jail. Many women showed
bravery in the Hyderabad freedom struggle,
among which the heroine Dagdabai Shelke was
widely discussed. She misled the Nizam's
police and helped Yashwantrao Saigaonkar
escape safely from that place.

In response to this, the Nehru Committee of the
Congress immediately presented its draft
constitution in 1928. But this draft started
receiving mixed reactions from all the above
ideologies. To collect these reactions and find
a way out through discussion, the British called
three meetings of people from all these
ideologies in London. This meeting was
attended by M. Gandhi of the Congress, B. S.
Munje and M. R. Jayakar of the Hindu
Mahasabha, B. R. Ambedkar of the Dalit class
i.e. the Bahishkrit Hitkarani Sabha, Maulana

Mohammad Ali Jauhar of the Muslim League,
Mohammad Shafi, Aga Khan, Mohammad Ali
Jinnah, Mohammad Zafarullah Khan, A. K.
Fazlul Haq, Liberal thinkers Tej Bahadur
Sapro, C.S. Y. Chintamani and Srinivas
Shastri, Sardar Ujjal Singh of the Sikh
community, A.S. T.S. Panneerselvam and the
royal families who were in India were Akbar
Hydari (Diwan of Hyderabad), Sir Mirza
Ismail, Diwan of Mysore, Narayan Haksar of
Gwalior, Maharaja Bhupinder Singh of Patiala,
Maharaja Sayajirao Gaikwad Il of Baroda,
Maharaja Hari Singh of Jammu and Kashmir.
Maharaja Ganga Singh of Bikaner, Nawab
Hamidullah Khan of Bhopal, K.S. S.S. Ranjit
Singh, Maharaja Jai Singh Prabhakar of Alwar
and many others participated in this council.
The representatives of all the organizations
which had participated in this council presented
their sides in this council. As part of this, the
kings and their representatives who were
present here also brought their case before this
council. The chiefs brought up the major issue
of what would happen to the monarchs here if
India was given independence and demanded
that our post-independence position be
determined. This was also a direct question
before the British because no thought had been
given to what to do with these dynasties after
India was given independence. But the British
also wanted to give them their freedom. As part
of this, the Indian Independence Act passed in
July 1947 gave the Indian states three options.
Firstly, these institutions should merge with
India, secondly, they should merge with
Pakistan and thirdly, if they want to remain
independent, that option would be open to
them. This policy of the British would have
actually divided India into three parts, not two,
and if this had happened, the question of India's
internal and external security would have
become even more serious in the future.
Therefore, two persons have strongly opposed
this view of the British. Pandit Jawaharlal
Jawaharlal Nehru clearly opposed this British
policy, Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar wrote a letter
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clearly stating that the states in India could be
merged with India or merged with Pakistan if
they wanted to. We will not give them a third
option under any circumstances. They had said
in one of their letters that, the states cannot
have an existence apart from the Indian
Union. People of India will never recognise
any Indian State as a Sovereign Independent
State. The Indian States are part and parcel of
India. The Union cannot permit them to exist
within it as islands of isolation. Hyderabad
move will lead to Balkanization. The United
Nations Organistion will never grant any
assistance to an Indian State against external
aggression or internal commotion without
insisting upon the States first introducing
responsible Government. Whatever the choice
of the Indian States may be, the duty of the
people of Indian is clear. On their behalf, the
Interim  Government should notify His
Majesty’s Governement that the British
Parliament has no right to pass any law
abrogating paramount. Government of India
will never recognise any Indian State as a
Sovereign Independent State. The
announcement by Travancore and Hyderabad
and the inclination shown by other states to
follow their example has created a new
problem which may turn out to be worse than
the Hindu - Muslim problem as it is sure to
result in the further Balkanization of India.

However, the Nizam of Hyderabad issued a
decree and declared that the Hyderabad State
would not join either India or Pakistan. Dr.
Babasaheb Ambedkar strongly opposed this
and clearly declared that we should think now
that in the future the Hyderabad State would be
a new crisis facing the country and this crisis
would be worse than the Hindu-Muslim
problem. If we do not think about this today, it
could end in the balkanization of India and the
result would be the creation of small states
hostile to each other in India. Dr. Babasaheb
Ambedkar had also expressed his fear. In the
then Hyderabad State, the Hyderabad State
Scheduled Caste Federation was an

independent organization of Dr. Babasaheb
Ambedkar's ideas. This organization also took
a stand against the Nizam's position and
demanded a responsible government and
insisted that the Hyderabad State be merged
with India.

The Hyderabad State Congress also
supported this demand. Dr. Babasaheb
Ambedkar also took an aggressive stand
against the Nizam's policy of remaining
independent and continued to write in many
newspapers. He wrote many articles in the Free
Press Journal (5 June 1947), The Bombay
Chronicle (18 June 1947), The Times of India
(8 July 1947), National Stand (28 November
1947) and Janata. Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar's
Scheduled Caste Federation was also working
effectively in the Hyderabad State. But B. S.
Venkatrao of the Scheduled Caste Federation
had supported the Nizam and got the post of
minister. Therefore, this was a big blow to Dr.
Babasaheb Ambedkar and his federation.
Therefore, Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar clearly
stated that it was suicidal for the Scheduled
Castes in Pakistan or Hyderabad to trust the
Muslim League. Muslims cannot be our friends
just because they hate Hindus. They only think
of power with our help and can never think of
their rights, so the Scheduled Castes of
Hyderabad should never take the side of the
Nizam and the Ittehadul Muslimeen. No matter
how much the Hindus oppress them, they
should not allow their vision to be prejudiced.
We should not be duty-bound. In fact,
remember that the Nizam is going against our
Hindu alliance by opposing accession to India.
Only if the Indian Constitution, which is
recognized by ninety percent Hindus,
recognizes it, the royal rights of the Nizam will
be more secure. No person from the Scheduled
Caste should tarnish their caste by taking the
side of the Nizam, who is the number one
enemy of India. This was the warning given by
Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar to the office bearers
of his Federation and the Scheduled Caste
people of the Hyderabad State.
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The fact that the Nizam of Hyderabad,
Mir Osman Ali Khan, is dreaming of an
independent Hyderabad on the strength of the
organization Ittehadul Muslimeen, is a fact that
Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar was not only
unpopular but also considered it very serious.
He clearly told the Nizam that keeping the
Hyderabad State independent and getting it
recognized and protected by the United Nations
was like living in a vain empire of your
imagination. The responsibility of merging all
the princely states of India with India was
entrusted to Sardar Vallabhbhai Patel. His
efforts were also very successful in this and
almost all the princely states joined India. But
the Nizam of Hyderabad was stuck. As a last
resort, the Indian government decided to take
action against the Hyderabad State. In this
regard, a discussion took place between Sardar
Patel and Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar. Patel had
planned to enter his army into the Hyderabad
State and force the Nizam to surrender under
any circumstances. But Dr. Babasaheb
Ambedkar felt that doing so would be
