Introduction  

Anthropologic Communications is applied 

language linguistics is an inter-disciplinary 

or multi-disciplinary field of linguistics and 

language. Major branches of applied 

linguistics include bilingualism and 

multilingualism, conversation analysis, 

contrastive linguistics, sign linguistics, 

language assessment, literacy, discourse 

analysis, language pedagogy. English as 

second language, acquisition, language-

planning and policy, inter-linguistics, 

stylistics, pragmatics, language, linguistics 

and translation made the people of the world 

to come together to exchange  their views 

and aspects effectively. 

Anthropologic communications and 

linguistics are the topics of multi-

disciplinary/interdisciplinary field of 

subjects that identifies, investigates, and 

offers solutions to language-related real-life-

time problems. Some of the academic fields 

related to applied linguistics are education, 

psychology, computer science, 

communication research, anthropology, and 

sociology.  

Ethics of cultural relativism  

As part of their quest for scientific 

objectivity, present-day anthropologists 

typically urge cultural relativism, which has 

an influence on all the sub-fields of 

anthropology. This is the notion that cultures 

should not be judged by another's values or 

viewpoints, but be examined dispassionately 

on their own terms. There should be no 

notions, in good anthropology, of one 

culture being better or worse than another 

culture.   

Topics like racism, slavery, and human 

sacrifice attract anthropological attention 

and theories ranging from nutritional 

deficiencies to genes to acculturation have 

been proposed, not to mention theories 

of colonialism and many others as root 

causes of Man's inhumanity towards man. 

To illustrate the depth of an anthropological 

approach, one can take just one of these 

topics, such as "racism", “un-touchability” 

and find thousands of anthropological 

references, stretching across all the major 

and minor sub-fields. Ethical commitments 

in anthropology include noticing and 

documenting the genocides, infanticides, 

racism, slavery, bonded-labour, torture and 

inhumane assault and mutilations etc.  

Post World War II  

During the World War-II India was under 

the rule of the British. The British 'social 

anthropology' and American 'cultural 

anthropology' were still distinct traditions. 

After the war, British and American 

anthropologists exchanged ideas and 

methodological approaches from one 

another to speak of them collectively as 
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'socio-cultural' and linguistic communication 

in anthropology.  

Basic trends  

There are several characteristics that tend to 

unite anthropologic communication to work. 

One of the central characteristics is that 

anthropology tends to provide a 

comparatively more holistic account of 

phenomena and tends to be highly empirical. 

The quest for holism leads most 

anthropologists to study a particular place, 

problem or phenomenon in detail, using a 

variety of methods, over a more extensive 

period than normal in many parts of 

academia.  

In the 1990s and 2000s (decade), calls for 

clarification of what constitutes a culture, of 

how an observer knows where his or her 

own culture ends and another begins, and 

other crucial topics in writing anthropology 

were heard. These dynamic relationships, 

between what can be observed on the 

ground, as opposed to what can be observed 

by compiling many local observations 

remain fundamental in any kind of 

anthropology, whether cultural, 

communications, biological, linguistic or 

archaeological and etymological.  

Biological and Physical trends  

It has also studied that the biological 

anthropologists are interested in both human 

variation and in the possibility of human 

universal behaviors, ideas or concepts 

shared by virtually all human cultures in the 

world. They use many different methods of 

study, but modern population genetics, 

participant observation and other techniques 

often take anthropologists "into the field," 

which means traveling to a community in its 

own setting, to do something called 

"fieldwork." On the biological or physical 

side, human measurements, genetic samples, 

nutritional data may be gathered and 

published as articles or monographs.  

Along with dividing up their project by 

theoretical emphasis, anthropologists 

typically divide the world up into relevant 

time periods and geographic regions. Human 

time on Earth is divided up into relevant 

cultural traditions based on material, such as 

the Paleolithic and the Neolithic, of 

particular use in archaeology. 

Anthropologists, understanding major trends 

in the human evolution in the past.  

Anthropologists and geographers share 

approaches to Culture regions as well, since 

mapping cultures is central to both sciences. 

By making comparisons across cultural 

traditions (time-based) and cultural regions 

(space-based), anthropologists have 

developed various kinds of comparative 

method, a central part of their science.  

Commonalities between fields  

Anthropology developed from so many 

different enterprises and fields.  History of 

Anthropology, including but not limited to 

fossil-hunting, exploring, documentary film- 

making, paleontology, prima-tology, 

antiquity dealings and curatorship, 

philology, etymology, genetics, regional 

analysis, ethnology, history, philosophy, and 

religious studies, it is difficult to 

characterize the entire field in a brief article, 

although attempts to write histories of the 

entire field have been made.  

Some authors argue that anthropology 

originated and developed as the study of 

"other cultures", both in terms of time (past 

societies) and space (non-European/non-

Western societies). For example, the classic 

of urban anthropology, Ulf Hannerz in the 

introduction to his seminal Exploring the 

City: Inquiries Toward an Urban 

Anthropology mentions that the "Third 
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World" had habitually received most of 

attention; anthropologists who traditionally 

specialized in "other cultures" looked for 

them far away and started to look "across 

the tracks" only in late 1960s.  

Now there exist many works focusing on 

peoples and topics very close to the author's 

"home". It is also argued that other fields of 

study, like History and Sociology, on the 

contrary focus disproportionately on the 

West.  

Since the 1980s it has become common for 

social and cultural anthropologists to set 

ethnographic research in the North Atlantic 

region, frequently examining the 

connections between locations rather than 

limiting research to a single locale. There 

has also been a related shift toward 

broadening the focus beyond the daily life of 

ordinary people; increasingly, research is set 

in settings such as scientific laboratories, 

social movements, governmental and 

nongovernmental organizations and 

businesses.  

Communication and Anthropology 

By the 1990s, applied linguistics and 

anthropologic communications had 

broadened its scope and space including 

critical studies in multilingualism. Research 

in applied linguistics was shifted to "the 

theoretical and empirical investigation of 

real world problems in which language is a 

central issue.”  In the United States, applied 

linguistics also began narrowly as the 

application of insights from structural 

linguistics, first to the teaching of English in 

schools and subsequently to second and 

foreign language teaching in different 

countries.  

The linguistics applied approach to language 

teaching was promulgated most strenuously 

by Leonard Bloomfield, who developed the 

foundation for the Army Specialized 

Training Program, and by Charles C. Fries, 

who established the English Language 

Institute (ELI) at the University of 

Michigan in 1941. In 1948, the Research 

Club at Michigan established Language 

Learning: a Journal of Applied Linguistics, 

the first journal to bear the term applied 

linguistics. In the late 1960s, applied 

linguistics began to establish its own identity 

as an interdisciplinary field of linguistics 

concerned with real-world language issues. 

The new identity was solidified by the 

creation of the American Association for 

Applied Linguistics in 1977.   

Similarly, in India applied English teaching 

in the schools and gradually to secondary 

and higher secondary to higher education 

continued since the time of the British rule. 

As the both the countries have been under 

the rule of the British and their allies’ 

presence which made a language i.e. English 

as a compulsory component in the field of 

education and research.

FEMINISM IN LITERARY TRADITION

Feminism in literary historiography means 

digging at the past a new form from the 

woman’s point of view. Authoritatively we 

have ample evidence to say that women 

have been writing in India since times 

immemorial, as early as 1000 B.C. on holy 

themes mainly in the form of poetry. The 

study is not an attempt to deal with the 

history of woman – writing in Indian but to 

show that it has already been present there, 

probably with some breaks off and on. In 

literary theory Feminism means challenging 

the patriarchal canons, deconstructing the 

phallocentric creative and critical discourse, 

decoding gender as an organizing principle 

of experience and relative forms of feminine 

articulation to changing external 

circumstances and associations. In this study 

our basic concern is to present a woman’s 

discourse as a concept of basic reality of 

woman’s life situation which is grown out of 

the anxieties of woman’s life. Feminism is a 

study of woman’s subordination for the 

purpose of finding out where she exists in 

the society.   

 The strong wave of feminism in 

1960s and 1970s is a result of dealing with 

the issues related to women being raised in 

range of forums and woman’s groups which 

emerged all over the country. Feminists in 

the cities and feminist scholars have dealt 

with family violence, the law, the 

household, health care, education, curricula, 

the media, and woman’s work and working 

conditions. The very basis of feminism is 

reformist. Mary Woolstonecraft, an English 

feminist critic in her article “A vindication 

of the Rights of Woman,” states the reasons 

of woman’s subordination. She regrets that 

women are seldom pleased by reason than 

emotions. They foolishly nourish the false 

notion of beauty and delicacy, excite 

emotion in men and try to win pleasure and 

power through their sexual character. They 

are seldom found obedient to reason in 

shaping the identity of their individual 

characters, and cultivating agreeable talents 

of their own. She says: “men and women 

look for the wrong things in each other.” 

Men are prone to see beauty, good humour 

and docility in women and women look for 

manner, gentleness, and smart appearances 

in man.  

 Elaine Showalter, an American 

feminist critic, who laid the foundation of 

the feminist movement, pleaded for one 

structural frame work of the woman writers. 

The credit goes to Showalter for giving 

uniformity to the feminist genre of literature. 

She told the women writers to rely on their 

personal experience, rewrite and reexamine 

their cultural and literary history, understand 

the social and psychic mechanism that 

construct and perpetuate gender differences, 

sharpen their creative faculty and develop 

their linguistic caliber. Showalter further 

exhorted the women writers to create new 

aesthetics and encourage the 
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psychodynamics of female creative 

literature. The nucleus point to the whole 

argument is what Pouline de la Barre once 

pointed out: “All that has been written about 

women by men should be suspect, for the 

men are at once judge and party to the 

lawsuits.”
 1

 Jane Austen in Persecution also 

remarked: “Men have had every advantage 

of us in telling their own story. Education 

has been theirs in so much higher a degree: 

the pen has been in their hands.”  

 Feminist theory studies a structural 

inequality of women caused by systematic 

social injustice. It also goes against various 

structures and interrelationships of power – 

the state, the church law and the academy 

which patronise patriarchal. Feminist 

Literary Theory sees a fundamental 

continuity between text and world 

interpreted within social and cultural 

construction. The origin of woman in 

various scriptures of the world also denotes 

her subordinate position. In the Devee 

Bhagvata, Narayan creates Urvashi from his 

thigh, in the Book of Genesis, God creates 

woman from Adam’s rib to alleviate man’s 

loneliness in Ovid’s Metamorphoses. 

Pygmalion breathed life into a dead but 

beautiful statue of woman sculpted by him. 

Both Nature and Culture rated woman 

inferior to man. The Roman Law limiting 

the right of woman cited: ‘the imbecility, the 

instability of sex.’ No where her ‘legal 

status’ was the same: she was considered 

‘equal but separate’. Simone de Beauvoir 

maintains that woman is to man ‘ a sexual 

being’, ‘ a female by virtue of a certain lack 

of qualities’, ‘ a natural defectiveness’, an 

incidental being’ and above all, she is ‘the 

other’, she is woman in virtue of her 

anatomy and physiology.
2  

In short, woman 

lacked respect in history and masculine 

consideration as well.  

 It is to be noticed that the feminist 

belonging to different countries, regions, 

languages, cultures, religious and social 

milieus have handled these subjects because 

feminine sensibility is more or less the same 

every-where universally. The basic reality of 

woman’s life situation, its interrupted 

nature, perhaps, is the reason for a close 

affinity between women and fiction writing. 

The feminists have been drawn more to 

fiction writing than to other genres of poetry 

and drama. For constrains of time and scope 

and for a better analysis, only a few women 

novelists have been selected for this study. 

Today, in reality, the feminist movement is 

still going quite strong all over the world 

with the prospects of attaining stronger in 

near future. As Liz Stanley and Sue Wise 

remarks: “ The essence of feminism for us, 

is its ideas about the personal, its insistence 

on the validity of women’s experience, and 

its argument that an understanding of 

women’s expression can be gained only 

through understanding and analyzing 

everyday life, where oppression as well as 

everything else is grounded.
3 

 The last 

quarters of the 19
th

 century was landmark in 

the history of Indian novels in English on 

account of the emergency of a host women 

novelists, who gave a new direction in the 

writing  of fiction in English.   

            The first Indian women novelist who 

made a pioneering effort in writing novels of 

profound psychological significance was 

Toru Dutt. Although she is pre-eminently 

renowned as a poet for the versification of a 

substantial number of poetical work yet she 

is recognized as a novelist for her fictional 

work like Le Journal de Made moiselle d’ 

Arvers written in French, Blanca or The 

Young Spanish Maiden written in English. 

These two novels are self – protection of her 

own agony and anguish of life. The 

portrayal of the woman characters leads us 
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to infer that Toru remained invariably an 

Indian woman in her temper, temperament 

and outlook. Anita Desai recognized as the 

pioneer of psychological novel in modern 

Indian English literature. She represents the 

welcome “creative release of the feminine 

sensibility which began to emerge after the 

world was second”.
 
Her novels such as Cry, 

the Peacock, Voices in the City , Where 

Shall We Go This Summer?, Fire on the 

Mountain , Clear Light of Day and so on 

present an explanation to the long smothered 

wail of a lacerated psyche. In Custody, 

Desai has handled the feminine issues of 

violence against woman artistically. Thus 

Anita Desai heralded a new era of 

psychological exploration of inner mind in 

the novels.  

 As a feminist par excellence, Shashi 

Deshpande depicts how her protagonists, 

instead of rebelling against male adapt 

themselves to a male dominated society. 

This patriarchal ideology and dominance are 

denounced. The age old tradition of 

subordinating women to men is fore 

grounded as a stigma in the society. Another 

revolutionary women novelist is Kamla Das. 

She projects in her poetry and novels her 

own inner mind without inhibition and 

hesitation. She revolts against the male 

dominated Indian Society and revels her 

feeling in a confessional mood. Geeta 

Hariharan is a novelist who uses her novel 

as a vehicle of her protest against male 

dominance over women. 

 The other feminist novelist who won 

the booker prize for literary achievement is 

Arundhati Roy. In her novel The God of 

Small Things she seeks to evaluate the 

abnormal psychology of men and women in 

the typical Indian social clime. She unfolds 

the inner working of some of the major 

characters in the novel. A study of her 

novels can convince the readers as to how 

they assume feminist significance by reason 

of her concentration on the portrayal of 

women characters. 

 Another woman novelist, who 

projects a new vision of Indian women in 

her fictions is Manju Kapoor. In her novel 

Difficult Daughters she portrays her women 

characters as women of new modern 

outlook. The Day in Shadow and Rich Like 

us by Nayantara Sahgal analyse the 

woman’s position through feminine 

perspectives. These novels raise the voice of 

its protagonists against the oppression of 

male-chauvinism and hegemony in the 

familiar level through feminine perspectives. 

 Shobha De is also one of those 

popular novelists, who have raised her voice 

against patriarchal hegemony, oppression 

and sexploitation of the women. Her novels 

evoke hostile reviews. She once said: “I 

write with a great deal of empathy towards 

women. Without waving the feminist flag, I 

feel very strongly about the woman 

situation.”

 Veena Paintal’s novels deal 

with many questions about women. Sorabji 

championed the causes of Indian Women 

and exposed in her stories the deep mental 

agony of the married and unmarried women. 

Iqbalunnisa Hussain as a feminist writer in 

her fiction Purdaha and Polygamy has 

panoramically portrayed the evils and 

abuses of customs and traditions that had 

enslaved the married women and rendered 

them practically helpless and voiceless. In 

Kamla Markandaya’s novels we find an 

ideological clash between the East and the 

West, between the concept of ancient India 

and that of new modern India. Margaret 

Atwood shows her concern with the 

imaginative depiction of socio-realistic 

themes with woman as central character. 

The most important factor of life is survival. 

She wants her protagonist not to be solitary 
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weepers, but to make decisions, perform 

actions, be ready to face the consequences, 

what ever they be, and to be ambitious. 

 Jane Austen was the first one who 

deals with the theme of psychological 

insight and feminist objective. In this 

context David Cecil aptly points out: “She 

represents a feminization of the English 

novel.” The other women novelists who 

reflect on woman’s mind in their fictions are 

Mrs. Gaskell, Bronte sister, Richardson and 

Virginia Woolf etc.           Another women 

novelist who is preoccupied with the 

psychological exploration of the mind of 

women is Virginia Woolf. Her novels are 

overtly psychoanalytic study of the hidden 

motives and reaction of women. In order to 

unveil their veiled mind, Woolf exploits 

with subtlety the new technique of interior 

monologue and stream of consciousness. 

She depicts woman characters with a 

profound feminist perspective.  

           The contemporary Afro-American 

literature presents the conflict by the female 

protagonists with their father, brother, 

husband, sister, society and conventional 

custom. There are many Afro-American 

writers viz., Alice Walker, Toni Morrison, 

Paul Marshall, Gloria Naylor, Nikki 

Giovanni, Maya Angelou, Toni Cade 

Bambara, Gwendolyn Brooks, Lucille 

Clifton, Mari Evans, Audre Lorde, Sonia 

Sanchez and many others. Almost all 

feminine writers in African literature have 

exposed the real status of women before the 

public eyes. Among them the most 

remarkable writers are Buchi Emecheta, 

Flora Nwapa, Efua Sutherland, Ama Ata 

Aidoo, Bessie Head, Rebecca Njau and 

Mariama Ba but. “ Of all the woman writers 

in contemporary African literature, Buchi 

Emecheta of Nigeria has been the most 

sustained and vigorous voice of direct, 

feminist protest.”
 5 

  

         Judith Fryer is of the view that “the 

awakening of the female writers to a sense 

of their own identity begins at the turn of the 

century”
 6 

depicting woman as a free, self–

actualized being, they still remain “the 

reflections of the prevailing images of 

woman in the nineteenth century, and alike 

the predominantly male creators of the 

Utopian scheme” (Fryer 23). It is truly with 

the female protagonists in the novels of Kate 

Chopin, Edith Wharton, Ellen Glasgow, 

Willa Cather and Margaret Mitchell that “a 

special female awareness emerges through 

them.”
 7 

 

         Being a feminist Ellen Glasgow has 

thought for the emancipation of woman but 

the way different. Kate Chopin neither joins 

any of the feminist movement nor supports 

them but the advocacy of women’s rights 

rises all through the period of her active 

writing. Margaret Drabble’s two 

novels The Millstone and The Realms of 

God depict the feminine sensibility and 

female development against the oppression 

of the male-chauvinistic convention.  

 In 20
th

 century the woman writers in 

France start their writing on feminine 

subject. Simone de Beauvoir’s The Second 

Sex is the outcome of that effort. In the 

novel a woman trusts that dependence on 

parents, husbands and sons, is her sheer 

potentiality, rather than a free will, commits 

a moral defect. Pay no attention to a 

woman’s murmurs, her cries, her pains; 

nature has made her for  our use and for 

bearing every-thing; children, sorrows, 

blows and pains inflicted by man. Do not 

accuse yourself of hardness. In all the codes 

of so-called civilized  nations, man has 

written the laws that ranged woman’s 
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destiny under this bloody epigraph: “Vae-

Victis” woe to the weak. (Beauvoir 285)                                                                                            

 Beauvoir realized the need for the 

defence of women folk. “I shall pose the 

problem of feminine destiny quite otherwise 

(than it is proposed by psychoanalysis): I 

shall place woman in a world of values and 

give her behaviour a dimension of liberty. I 

believe that she has the power to choose 

between the assertion of her transcendence 

and her alienation as object; she is not the 

plaything of contradictory drives; she 

devices solutions of diverse values in the 

ethical scale. (Beauvoir 76) 

Beauvoir further discusses the 

female’s condition through the middle ages 

to the eighteenth century. She speaks of the 

freedom of women’s choice. She affirms 

herself as a rebel against the miserable 

condition of the women folk. This way she 

logically and clearly expresses the historical, 

philosophical and psychological account of 

the injustice to woman. Thus she stands for 

evaluating feminine creativity in the society. 

  

  Prof. Iyengar points out that women 

are natural story-tellers even when they do 

not write or publish.
8 

To begin with political, 

social cultural problems as their major 

themes, the women writers have advanced to 

more complicated problems as feminism, 

free sex, isolation, alienation and identity 

crisis which they find challenging enough to 

incorporate in art form. Whereas Marx 

inspired some of them to present class 

conflicts, Fraud taught others to anatomize 

consciousness itself. Whatever is the content 

of their fiction writing the women never 

forgot to deconstruct themselves when they 

had to write.   

          After taking a comparative analysis, 

we understand that women have caught up 

with the changing trends and challenges in 

the society and become articulate to voice 

their feelings. Their main revolt is against 

male-chauvinism, patriarchy and their hue 

and cry is for identity, equality and 

democratic way of life where they are 

treated like human beings on par with men.  

Simone de Beauvior is of the view that the 

history of humanity is a history of keeping 

the women in subjection and silence. 

Feminists deprecate such masculinity and 

treatment meted out to women. Feminist 

literature tends to espouse the cause of the 

women and denounces everything that 

circumscribes the liberty of woman.  
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Human right is relatively new term, with its 

initial use occurring in 1945, after the end of 

World War II. This enormous catastrophic 

conflict reached into almost every corner of 

the globe, leaving few countries unscathed, 

but it provided the catalyst for peoples and 

governments everywhere to create a 

mechanism by which to prevent such a vast 

and destructive event from ever happening 

again, at least on a worldwide scale. The 

result of this effort to create a more stable 

and peaceful world order culminated in 1948 

with the universal Declaration of Human 

Rights.  

Human rights are to be exercised and 

enjoyed by all people. Without them, people 

cannot fully develop as human being. 

Human rights and fundamental freedoms 

allow us to develop and use our intrinsic 

qualities, intelligence. Talent and conscience 

to satisfy our spiritual and material needs. 

They are based on mankind's increasing 

demand for a life in which the inherent 

dignity and worth of a human being is 

respected and protected. Denial of human 

rights and fundamental freedoms has led to 

social and political unrest sowing seeds of 

violence in conflicts within and between 

societies and nation.  

The realization of the right to development 

of every human beings and nation is 

impossible without the reorganization of the 

rights to education. India's constitution of 

the makers were strongly of the opinion that 

people should have the rights to live a life of 

basic human dignity, for which they must 

have the basic necessities of life.  

1. Everyone has the right to education. 

Education shall be free, at least in the 

elementary and fundamental stages. 

Elementary education shall be 

compulsory. Technical and 

professional education shall be made 

generally available and higher 

education shall be equally accessible 

to all on the basis of merit.  

2. Education shall be directed to the full 

development of the human 

personality and to the strengthening 

of respect for human rights and 

fundamental freedom. It shall 

promote understanding, tolerance 

and friendship among all nations, 

social or religious groups and shall 

further the activities of the United 

Nations for the maintenance of 

peace. 

3. Imparting Human Rights Education 

is one of the objectives of all 

educational institutions. Thus, timely 

sanctions of projects and timely 

release of grants to various faculties 
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of the universities and schools 

should be made. 

4. to get the desired results and wide 

coverage, local community 

participation should be motivated, 

programmes should be mobilized 

and various activities should be 

planned and implemented.  

5. Both recent and traditional folk 

media like television, radio, 

newspapers, magazines, bhavais, 

nautankies, yatras respectively can 

play an excellent role in passing the 

messages on human rights to the 

masses. 

Strategy of Human rights

of people in India the rights are a far cry. 

India as the most democratic country in 

south Asia that is even while giving India 

poor marks is social Indices but basic rights 

are not protected here when it comes to 

women and children, dalits, minorities and 

the under privileged sections.

the study of PSNR values calculated for the 

restored images deblurred by above three 

techniques to justify their comparative 

results mathematically.

I. Introduction  

Images are produced to record or display 

useful information. Due to imperfections in 

the imaging and capturing process,  recorded 

image  represents a degraded version of the 

original scene. The undoing of these 

imperfections is crucial to many of the 

subsequent image processing tasks. There 

exists a wide range of different degradations 

that need to be taken into account, covering 

for instance noise, geometrical degradations 

(pin cushion distortion), illumination and 

color imperfections (under/over-exposure, 

saturation), and blur. Image Restoration is a 

technique in  Image Processing which deals 

with recovering an original and sharp image 

from a degraded image. Using a 

mathematical degradation and restoration 

model it recovers original image.This study 

focuses on restoration of degraded images 

which have been blurred by known or 

unknown degradation function.  

 The field of image restoration (sometimes 

referred to as image deblurring or image 

deconvolution) is concerned with the 

reconstruction or estimation of the 

uncorrupted image from a blurred and noisy 

one. Essentially, it tries to perform an 

operation on the image that is the inverse of 

the imperfections in the image formation 

system. The recovery process or 

reconstructing process can be subdivided 

into two categories as: 1. Classical 

Restoration 2. Blind Image Restoration 

Classical restoration includes the techniques 

that utilize some prior information regarding 

the degradation of image during 

reconstruction. In classical restoration, the 

blurring function is given and the 

degradation process is inverted using one of 

the many known restoration algorithms. The 

blind image deconvolution (BID), refers to 

the task of separating two convolved signals, 

i and d, when both the signals are either 

unknown or partially known[2]. In blind 

image deconvolution, an observed image 

c(x,y), is assumed to be the two dimensional 

convolution of the true image i(x, y) with a 

linear-shift invariant blur , known as 

pointspread function (PSF) d(x,y) and the 
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additive noise is assumed to be zero[2]. That 

is, c(x,y) = i(x,y) * d(x,y) The problem of 

reconstructing the true image i(x,y) requires 

the deconvolution of the PSF, d(x,y) from 

the degraded image, i(x, y). A lot of research 

has been done exploring the various 

methods for image deconvolution as blind 

techniques but still, is a critical and 

challenging problem for the researchers. The 

blind deconvolution of images is done by 

following either of the two approaches: 1. 

The degradation function, PSF, is identified 

and then using any classical restoration 

technique[1] such as inverse filtering, 

wiener filtering, and pseudoinverse filtering 

the true image is identified. This method is 

simple and less computation is required. The 

algorithms in this approach are known as a 

priori blur identification technique. 2. The 

identification of the PSF and the true image 

is done simultaneously in the restoration 

algorithm. Hence the algorithms in this 

approach are complex. The most important 

technique for removal of blur in images due 

to linear motion or unfocussed optics blur is 

the Wiener filter. Weiner filters are far and 

away the most common deblurring 

technique used because they mathematically 

return the best results.  

II. Blurring  

In digital image there are 3 common types of 

Blur effects: 

a) Average Blur: 

The Average blur is one of several tools you 

can use to remove noise and specks in an 

image. Author can use this tool when noise 

is present over the entire image [14]. This 

type of blurring can be distribution in 

horizontal and vertical direction and can be 

circular averaging by radius R which is 

evaluated by the formula: 

 R =sqrt( g2 + f2),  

Where, g is the horizontal size blurring 

direction and f is vertical blurring size 

direction and R is the radius size of the 

circular average blurring  

b) Gaussian Blur 

The Gaussian Blur effect is a filter that 

blends a specific number of pixels 

incrementally, following a bell-shaped curve 

[8]. Blurring is dense in the center and 

feathers at the edge. Apply Gaussian Blur 

filter to an image when you want more 

control over the Blur effect [6].  

c) Motion Blur 

 The Many types of motion blur can be 

distinguished all of which are due to 

relative motion between the recording 

device and the scene. This can be in the 

form of a translation, a rotation, a sudden 

change of scale, or some combinations of 

these. The Motion Blur effect is a filter that 

makes the image appear to be moving by 

adding blur in a specific direction [10].The 

motion can be controlled by angle or 

direction (0to 360 degrees or –90 to +90) 

and/or by distance orinten sity in pixels (0 

to 999), based on the software used [15]. 

The two types of motion blur are:  

1) Linear-Horizontal Motion Blur: Let L be 

the blur length. More precisely, L is the 

number of additional points in the image 

resulting from a single point in the original 

scene. The motion blur arising either to 

camera moving or the object moving 

horizontally is given as:   

2) Angular Motion Blur: When the scene to 

be recorded translates at a constant velocity, 

V, with an angle of � degrees from the 

horizontal axis during the exposure interval, 

[0 T], then the PSF observed is given as:   

There are several techniques for preventing 

motion blur either during image capture or 

by using any post processing techniques. 
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The motion blur can be solved by adopting 

any of the following measure:-  

� Using hardware in the optical system of 

the camera to stabilise the motion.  

� Post-processing technique by estimating 

the camera’s motion from single image 

(blind deconvolution).   

d) Out of Focus Blur 

When a camera images a 3-D scene onto a 

2-Dimaging plane, some parts of the scene 

are in focus while other parts are not [12]. If 

the aperture of the camera is circular, the 

image of any point source is as mall disk, 

known as the circle of confusion (COC).    

III. Deblurring  

This paper applies three deblurring 

techniques: 

 A. Wiener Filter Deblurring Technique 
Norbert Wiener proposed optimal filter in a 

least-squares sense. Wiener filters are often 

applied in the frequency domain. These 

filters are comparatively slow to apply, as its 

working in the frequency domain. To speed 

up filtering, one can take the inverse FFT of 

the Wiener filter to obtain an impulse 

response. To produce a convolution mask 

this impulse response can be truncated 

spatially. The spatially truncated Wiener 

filter is inferior to the frequency domain 

version, but may be much faster.  

B. Regularized Filter Deblurring 
Technique Regularized filter deblurs an 

Image by using deconvolution function 

deconverge.  

C. Lucy-Richardson Algorithm Technique 
This algorithm was introduced by W.H. 

Richardson (1972) and L.B. Lucy (1974). 

This is a Bayesian Based Iterative Method 

of image restoration. The R-L algorithm is 

the technique most widely used for restoring 

HST (Hubble Space Telescope) images. The 

standard R-L method has a number of 

characteristics that make it well-suited to 

HST data:  

• The R-L method forces the restored 

image to be non-negative and conserves 

flux both globally and locally at each 

iteration.  

• Typical R-L restorations require a 

manageable amount of computer time. 

• The R-L iteration converges to the 

maximum likelihood solution for 

Poisson statistics in the data (Shepp and 

Vardi 1982), which is appropriate for 

optical data with noise from counting 

statistics.  

• The restored images are robust against 

small errors in the point-spread function 

(PSF).  

IV. Result And Experimental Details  

All restoration techniques implementation 

work is done in MATLAB 7.9.  This 

software offers language, tools and built-in 

math functions that enable us to explore 

multiple approaches and reach a solution 

faster. In this paper, the performance of 

three filtering techniques - Lucy Richardson, 

Regularized filter and Weiner filter is 

evaluated by using the cameraman image. In 

the first step, the original image was motion 

blurred by creating a PSF, corresponding to 

the linear motion across 21 pixels at an 

angle of 11 degrees. After this, the blurred 

image was restored by using the filtering 

techniques. The PSNR value for the blurred 

image is 17.59 dB. The original image that 

has been considered for the experimentation 

purpose is depicted in figure 1 below:
