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SOCIO-SEXUAL DISTORTION OF CHARACTERS IN PINTER’S THE
HOMECOMING

Pinter’s The Homecoming presents the theme
of socio-sexual distortion of character among
the members of same family. The characters
of the play direct all their passions, wit and
intelligence in vying against each other in a
continuous  struggle for physical and
psychological dominance. The play is in
actual fact a vision figure of human needs,
aspirations and wish fulfillment. The dramatist
presents very beautifully and realistically the
distortion of characters and their burly
touching urges natural to men and women.

In a large house in some industrial area
of North London, their lives Max, a retired
butcher about seventy years of age, and two of
his three sons Lenny and Joey. Teddy, the
third son of Max, and a professor of
philosophy in America returns to his former
home in London with his wife Ruth after six
years. Ruth is English and Teddy married her
just before leaving England, but the family
never had a chance to meet her. She now has
three sons who have been left behind in
America.

The socio-sexual distortion of the
characters may simply be seen in the play.
Teddy goes away from his rapacious family to
become a well-to-do intellectual, but now
quite ironically for him, the other members of
the family take their revenge upon their more
prosperous and more intellectual brother, who

comes on a short stayed to meet his family
members along with his wife. They all send
him back alone. In the beginning he tells his
wife: “They are very warm people, very really
warm. They’re my family. They’re not
ogres.”

Thus Teddy’s introduction of his family
to his wife Ruth is quite authentic and
blameless, but paradoxically for him, they
prove themselves to be very temperate and the
real ogres, who want to live on warmth of his
body flesh.  Ultimately, they succeed in
coercing and coaxing Ruth into a harlot and
compel Teddy to go alone at the end of the
play. Having no control on her sex urge, she
changes her role of being a single man’s wife
and goes on to feed others or be fed by them.
The distortion of characters is ironically
pointed out in the dialogues of Max when he
says of the family: “They walk in here every
time of the day and night like bloody
animals.” and later on inquires of his
daughter-in-law: “Where’s the whore? Stills in
bed? She’ll make us all animals.”"™

Ruth used to work as an unclothed
model before Teddy met and married her.
From what is said about Ruth in the play, it is
fairly clear that she might well have been a
prostitute. She is shown to be nymphomaniac
and is quite enthusiastic to be setup by the
family as a whore. Teddy’s mother was a
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whore or a near prostitute, and therefore, his
choice of wife is quite comprehensible. Ruth’s
eagerness to be setup as a whore represents
her return to the kind of life that she had been
live before marriage. She moves from a
condition of entrapment in America with
Teddy tone of freedom in England. The play is
the confirmation of her passage back to her
psychosomatic roots, her ‘homecoming’.

The playwright here presents human
beings in animal terms and it has animals in
the shape of human beings as characters. We
clearly see the distortion of Ruth’s character.
She is the mysterious wife of professor in an
American university, who came home to
spend some time with family. Lenny, the pimp
and brother of Teddy, tries to tempt Ruth as
she is a sexually challenging, voluptuous and a
powerful female. It is obvious that by the tone
of his voice and by his remarks, he probes her
specifically for a sexual response. He says:
“isn’t it funny? I’ve got my pyjamas on and
you’re fully dressed”."

The title scene of glass water
between Ruth and Lenny in the play is the
most persuasive to see. Lenny seeks to extend
his dominance over Ruth by reactivating an
infantile fantasy of omnipotence and by
relieving her of her unfinished glass of water.
But in her counter attack, “if you take the
glass, I’ll take you”." she conveys that the
power is hers and hers alone. Her painless
distortions in this sight simply outfit her and
this event between Ruth and Lenny is an
example of Pinter’s ability to infiltrate to the
deeper levels of relationship.

The play is largely alarmed with the
sexual distortion and supremacy of characters,
even in kindred. This effort for supremacy is
depressing and atrocious sufficient, lacking
ethics and humanity. Ruth, who is a dominant
female character in the play, riot not in favor
of the dry, uninteresting and limiting life that
her husband Teddy has forced upon her and
comes out to a world subdued by human-

animals. She replaces Jessie, the dead wife of
Max and the mother of Lenny and Joey. She
becomes the source of bodily and expressive
material for the relations. The three men in the
house- Max, the father who cooks like a
woman, Lenny, a pimp who is effeminate,
Joey, a flattening member of staff who is
scarcely aware of sex, are all aroused by
Ruth’s stimulating existence. She is the ruler
bee, and in the last part, we find her bounded
by her men, sardonically reveling in the
execution of her substantial, psychosomatic
and arousing desires. Irwing Wardle made an
ethnological explanation of the play and
assumed:

“Pinter used the animal metaphor with
discretion encased in a reassuring human
mask, all Pinter had done was to remove the
mask and show the naked animal. It is a
family of predators in which power contest is

going on”."!

A large amount of the socio-distortion
of characters in The Homecoming can be
traced to the temperament of lady as
mother/whore figure and family’s motherless
state. In the words of Richard Schechner, “The
Homecoming is a probe of dark male attitudes
toward the  mother-whore”.""  Ruth’s
consciousness of the natural world of veracity
seems unbelievable in view of the fact that we
have observed in her a profound self-
conscious prostitute who would not be able of
formulate a few logical thought in her
existence. As a partner of a university lecturer
of philosophy, she is tongue in cheek. She
prefers the world of pimps and gangsters to
the academic world of professor. Lenny
dances, kisses and caresses Ruth’s hair in
Teddy’s attendance. Joey, who sees Ruth in
this situation with Lenny, takes her to be a
prostitute. He smiles at Lenny and then goes
forward to embrace and kiss her. While Lenny
and Joey both are engaged in the incestuous
game, Teddy keeps footing by Ruth’s coat in
his hand. Now that Ruth has tainted her aged
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distinctiveness as Teddy’s wife and has opted
to stay as a bitter to Lenny in meticulous and
to the family in common, Teddy has not
anything to do apart from holding her coat in
disappointment and beat. We perceive a sort
of brothel in relative’s space as the major
typeset keeps left from recognized communal
institutions like wedding and family.

Ruth displays a barefaced frankness in
expressing her wish to be a bitter. She gladly
agrees to live with her father-in-laws and
others. She wins over Lenny and Joey and
bargains with them for her comforts. She
intentionally flaunts the collective and family
unit values and unwontedly exposes herself.
Teddy has not been communicating by means
of her sensitively or physically as she wanted,
and consequently, with frosty saddened
exactitude, Ruth takes her retribution. She
stays in the family her spouse despises and
chooses to sustain them at the same time as
helping them as well. Teddy leaves beaten by
his wife’s mutely pitiless power, she shows
more of it. Ruth believes that sex is an
experience of the self as well as a source of
dominance.

Teddy has left his family to develop
into a wealthy scholar, but at the moment the
family members take their payback upon him
with the further intricacy of societal enmity
towards him and pursue along his wife to
uneasiness him in the social order. For this
family, Ruth is equally a threat and a salvation
while Ruth regards men as property,
garnishing material and the sources of rule and
ease. She has the men in the game underneath
the control. At the same time she seems to be
undergoing a journey of identity detection and
realize that her usual home lies in this cruel
world. She ultimately seems to find out a
provisional deliverance and calm in her
innovative establish place. This family wants
this woman to recover its hideous stability. To
such men, a lady is part mother, part whore. In
the concluding scenes, which are enclosed by

the saddest, bleakest and the most disgusting,
she embarks unemotionally on in cooperation
the wants and liberates herself into
imprisonment. She becomes an amalgamation
of servitude and domination, which is her
class representation for men let down with
sexuality and the factual homecoming of the

play.

Thus we find that Pinter’s characters in
the play are permanently busy in a struggle for
socio-sexual ascendancy. They are impolite,
foul, erotic, aggressive, bullying,
admonishment, irritating, and euphemistic. In
these characters we find the feeling of a pack
of flora and fauna ultimate in on their victim.
When the family gangs up alongside Teddy,
the play’s world seems to be ogres’ world of
an ex-butcher, a pimp and a boxer. Jointly,
they shape their own morals and do not permit
other to rupture them. They do live on the
lady’s flesh and her sexual favours by
stimulating her yearn. Ultimately they succeed
in having the lady with them permanently to
lead the life of a family whore and a call-girl
in the society. The homecoming is a common
issue for the members or relatives who live at
far places from the family but the cost paid by
Ruth and Teddy to visit his family is against
the humanity and morality. So we find that
The Homecoming is full with socio-sexual
distortion.

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NEHRUVIAN CONTROVERSY

An official of the American Embassy was
the first to leap forward and grip Nathu Ram
Godse by the hands when three shots were
fired at point blank range. Gandhiji fell
down when bullets hit his abdomen and
chest. He sipped a little water, writes RP
Aiyar.  (The Indian Triumvirate: VB
Kulkarni) Nehru and Patel could not protect
Gandhiji. It is an irony that Godse, a
member of Rashtriya Swayam Sevak Sangh,
gets importance now-a-days.

Plots were hatched to destroy the Mahatma.
On January 20, 1948 a bomb was planted at
Birla House to kill him at the prayer meeting
by Madanlal Pawa. Though it exploded,
Gandhiji was unhurt by the grace of God.
He said that he wanted to die with a smile on
his face and with no malice against the
wrong-doer. The Govt of Bombay had
passed on the information that an attempt
would be made on Gandhi’s life. Though
anxious to tighten the security; measures,
both Patel and Nehru failed in the attempt.
Of course Gandhi detested human
protection. “The light has gone out of our
lives” lamented Nehru..

The present BJP Govt may remind us of the
Anglo-Muslim League axis of March 1947
and the partition of the country. Even
Gandhiji would get vituperative criticism.
Patel feared a civil war in the event of an

attempt to preserve territorial integrity.
Patel’s words were tantamount to animus on
his part to Muslim community. Now the
good will of the BJP to glorify Patel may
have reasons like this. In the process, they
downgrade Nehru.

Nehru had a philosophical temperament.
“Life is a continuous struggle of man against
man, of man against his surroundings, a
struggle on the physical, intellectual and
moral plane out of which new things take
shape and fresh ideas are born”, he said. He
maintained that differences over religion
were bad. Humanism, according to Nehru,
is the willingness to love and help one
another.

Nehru was totally opposed to careerists,
communalists, renegades, and people the
supporters of repression. (Page 575
Autobiography) He hated the communal
organizations who propogate against any
one who have a different faith. The
communal opposition under Pandit Madan
Mohan Malavya and Mr Aney was derided
by him. Gandhi alone was a master figure in
India for him.

His difference with Marx is evident in the
statement that means should never be
subordinate to ends. He was concerned with
material progress and the quality and depth
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of the people. Democracy, to him, was
political, economic and mental well being.
Equality of opportunity was his aim, and
each individual ought to have the freedom to
grow and make the best of his capacities and
ability.  Despite difference of opinion,
people should live with tolerance. The
search always was for truth and
righteousness. The material aspect is that
people should not starve.

Secular India ought to be a symbol of
goodness and compassion lies behind this
attitude. This reminds us of the sentiments
expressed by Emily Dickinson:

If I can stop one heart from breaking
I shall not live in vain.

If I can see one life the aching or cool one
one pain

Or help one fainting robin unto its nest again
I shall not live in vain.”

Religious restrictions and tenets often cause
a gulf in minds which sow the seeds of
mutual hatred.

Anyone trying to obliterate Nehru-legacy
has to rub out historical facts. Simply
alleging that he encouraged his progeny to
occupy the chair of the ruler, one cannot do
justice to his great service to the country.
Nehru learned his operation technique from
Gandhiji  though he did not accept
trusteeship or cottage industry as such.

Nehru encouraged a mix of Soviet planning
and western technology. Mills and hydel
projects are the temples that can make India
an economic force. He loved the mixed
economy and implemented a system
different from socialism, communism or
capitalism.

Gandhian ideology of prohibition, removal
of untouchability, Khadi and communal
harmony influenced Nehru. The humanism
of Gandhiji had an impact on Nehru.
Despite his materialistic outlook, he upheld
moral and spiritual values to shape India
without deviating from the hereditary traits.

Nehru’s knowledge of international affairs
was lauded by everyone. This knowledge
helped him to be the cynosure of attention in
the UN as well as other international venues.
Until his death in 1964, he had the privilege
of attracting world attention on various
issues.  India’s foreign policy brought
encomium on numerous occasions. Nehru
declared: “The main objective of that policy
are: the pursuit of peace, not through
alignment with any major power or group of
powers, but through an independent
approach to each controversial or disputed
issue; the liberation of subject people, the
maintenance of freedom, both national and
individual, the elimination of racial
discrimination; and the elimination of want,
disease and ignorance which affect the
greater part of the world population.” (Oct
17, 1949: Columbia University address)

Nehru opposed all violent intervention of
one country on another. Pancha Sheela,
though remains in paper, sows diplomacy.
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J.M. SYNGE’S THE PLAYBOY OF THE WESTERN WORLD:
A CRITICAL OVERVIEW

Literature not only entertains but also
instructs. It teaches us moral and religious
values. Most of all literature is considered to
be the best source of knowledge because it
teaches about mankind. In looking at the
progress of a writer, the components
frequently inspected are style and substance,
vocabulary, topic, and straightforwardness,
or trouble of comprehension. Technique and
subject matter must match, in mutual
support, to produce the message the poet is
trying to convey. It is incomprehensible for
a writer to compose in a vacuum, isolated
from his surroundings, like Keats’s
Nightingale pouring forth its soulful music
from its embalmed forest hide out. Rather,
he should live in this present reality, not
escape from it, experience substances of life
and comprehend his social obligation.

Irish literature is unique because though it is
written in English it never loses its Irishness
and J.M.Synge (1871-1909) is outstanding
in this way. Synge is one of the most
prominent of Irish writers. Synge is highly
regarded writer of the Irish artistic
renaissance, the development in which such
scholarly figures as William Butler Yeats
and Lady Augusta Gregory made their
imprint at the turn of the twentieth century.
Synge passed away barely at thirty-eighth
and delivered a humble number of works;
his compositions have had an effect on

people, scholars, and Irish society. Born
near Dublin on April 16, 1871, Synge was
the most youthful of five children in the
family. Synge's initial religious wariness and
his strange vocation yearnings made life
troublesome for him in his mother's home,
where he lived until 1893. His most punctual
compositions were significantly impacted by
this Protestant regulation and also his rural
environment. Synge met W. B. Yeats, who
encouraged him to live for a while in
the Aran Islands, and then return to Dublin
and devote himself to creative work. Synge
accepted the suggestions of Yeats and went
there to live. Amongst the people, and a
dialect, which for him conveyed none of the
deadening weight of scholarly custom that
he found in Paris, Synge's work was
abruptly brought “nearer deep down”. He
“conveys to the group of onlookers' brain
the magnificence of the Irish lower class,
their trusts, dreams, gives up and delights by
method for the dialect of their day by day
lives”( Michener, "The Influence and
Importance of J. M. Synge." lrish
Literature.).He went to the Aran Islands in
the spring of 1898 and it was rehashed at
interims amid the following four years .The
principal aftereffect of Synge's Aran
experience was The Aran Islands, written in
1901. In 1901, Synge composed his first
play, When the Moon Has Set, a full-length
dramatization which he later changed into
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one act. In the mid year of 1902 Synge
succeeded in accomplishing another level of
achievement. He was very busy in writing.
He drafted three plays: Riders to the Sea,In
the Shadow of the Glen, and The Tinker's
Wedding. These plays are packed with the
rich spoken language of the Irish peasant
characters who dominate Synge’s best
works. In the preface to The Playboy of the
Western World, Synge has written how he
came to learn the provincial dialect. The
Playboy of the Western World premiered at
The Abbey in January 1907. The perceived
provocative portrayal of Irish stereotypes
fired up the audience to riot, causing the
third act to be performed in dumb show. As
a consequence of the riots, Yeats returned
from Scotland in time to address the
audience of the second performance. Yeats’
speech was so appealing that the media
turned against the rioters and gave Synge
fantastic reviews, to which the play’s
reputation as Synge’s masterpiece can
perhaps be partially pointed out.

Synge’s is also known for brilliant prose.
His popularity rest mainly for two reflective
books of travel and observation: The Aran
Islands and In Wicklow, West Kerry and
Connemara. They are of extensive
individual interest, and they stay critical as
setting out for us the wellsprings of thought,
plot, even the style of a large portion . The
plays of Synge like Riders to the Sea, The
Shadow of the Glen, The Tinker's Wedding
and The Playboy of the Western World are
genuine representative of the Irish workers’
way of life as they are based upon
occurrences and stories that Synge either
witnesses or gets notification from the Irish
peasants themselves. Synge's authenticity is
moulded by the presentation of "a section of
life" (Price 218), and his significance is
gotten from his depiction of "normal
interests of life"( Armstrong 72).There are a

few sides to The Playboy of the Western
World . It is a parody, a declaration of a
savage Dionysiac happiness and it can
ascend to verse statures. The Playboy of the
Western World is set in a country region of
Ireland called County Mayo, the third
biggest district in Ireland. Amid J M Synge's
chance, this region would have been
considered by most city-staying English to
be a disengaged district with neediness
stricken, uneducated people. Neediness was
undoubtedly endemic to the range in the mid
twentieth century, because of the Great
Famine of Ireland, which brought on a
monstrous populace decrease. Province
Mayo was particularly hard hit by the
starvation, as around 90 percent of people
were exclusively reliant on the potato crops
that were crushed by infection and storms.
In rustic County Mayo, Ireland in the mid
1900's, a residential area gets another
secretive guest. Christy is a young fellow.
Toward the start of the play, Christy appears
as an outsider in the little bar claimed by
Michael Flaherty. Drained and messed up,
Christy tells a story of past awful deeds that
acquire the bewilderment and profound
respect of the townspeople. Christy Mahon
pretends to be the child of an affluent
agriculturist, picks up the prompt
enthusiasm of the town. This is particularly
valid for youthful barmaid Pegeen Mike,
whose fixation on Christy's stories of past
offenses undermines to unseat Shawn Keogh
as her suitor. "Peg" or its pet name variation
"Pegeen” is a handle for "Margaret”, and the
Irish tradition includes the father’s first
name after—"Mike". Pegeen is the truly,
savvy little girl of Michael Flaherty. Keogh
is a local person who has earned the agree to
wed Pegeen, his second cousin. She quickly
approaches a jumping at the chance to
Christy, leaving her planned life partner
Shawn Keogh. Christy keeps on running

Jane Koloski Morris, editor of the well known
industry publication, Venture Economics, defines
venture capital as 'providing seed, start-up and first
stage financing' and also ‘funding the expansion of
companies that have already demonstrated their
business potential but do not yet have access to the
public securities market or to credit oriented
institutional funding sources.

The European Venture Capital

Association describes it as risk finance for
entrepreneurial growth oriented companies. It is

investment for the medium or long term return
seeking to maximize medium or long term for both
parties. It is a partnership with the entrepreneur in
which the investor can add value to the company
because of his knowledge, experience and contact
base.

Venture capital at a take-off stage in India

The venture capital industry in India is still at a
nascent stage. With a view to promote innovation,
enterprise and conversion of scientific technology
and knowledge based ideas into commercial
production, it is very important to promote venture
capital activity in India. India‘s recent success story
in the area of information technology has shown that
there is a tremendous potential for growth of
knowledge based industries. This potential is not
only confined to information technology but is
equally relevant in several areas such as bio-
technology, pharmaceuticals and drugs, agriculture,
food processing, telecommunications, services, etc.
Given the inherent strength by way of its skilled and
cost competitive manpower, technology, research
and entrepreneurship, with proper environment and
policy support, India can achieve rapid economic
growth and competitive global strength in a
sustainable manner.

The Indian Private Equity and Venture

India is attractive for risk capital

India certainly needs a large pool of risk
capital both from home and abroad. Examples of the
US, Taiwan and lIsrael clearly show that this can
happen. But this is dependent on the right regulatory,
legal, tax and institutional environment; the risk-
taking capacities among the budding entrepreneurs;
start-up access to R&D flowing out of national and
state level laboratories; support from universities;
and infrastructure support, such as telecoms,
technology parks, etc.

Steps are being taken at governmental level to
improve infrastructure and R&D. Certain NRI
organizations are taking initiatives to create a corpus
of US$150m to strengthen the infrastructure of 11Ts.
More focused attempts will be required in all these
directions.

Recent phenomena, partly ignited by success
stories of Indians in the US and other places abroad,
provide the indications of a growing number of
young, technically-qualified entrepreneurs in India.
Already there are success stories in India. At the

same time, an increasing number of savvy, senior
management  personnel have been leaving
established multinationals and Indian companies to
start new ventures. The quality of enterprise in
human capital in India is on an ascending curve.

Since Independence, the Indian government strove to
achieve autarky and the protection of Indian markets
and firms from multinational competition guided
nearly every policy — the information technology
industries were no exceptions. The protectionist
policy had benefits and costs. The benefit was that it
contributed to the creation of an Indian IT industry;
the cost was that the industry was backward despite
the excellence of its personnel. Due to this lack of
foreign investment and despite the presence of skilled
Indian personnel, India was a technological
backwater even while East Asia progressed rapidly.

Financing stages

There are typically six stages of venture round
financing offered in Venture Capital, that roughly
correspond to these stages of a company's
development.

U Seed Money: Low level financing needed to
prove a new idea, often provided by angel
investors. Crowd funding is also emerging as
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an option for seed funding.

D Start-up: Early stage firms that need funding
for expenses associated with marketing and

product development
U Growth (Series A round): Early sales and
manufacturing funds

B Second-Round: Working capital for early stage
companies that are selling product, but not yet
turning a profit o )

U Expansion : Also called Mezzanine flnan_cmtlg,
this is expansion money for a newly profitable
company - .

U Exit of venture capitalist : Also called bridge
financing, 4th round is intended to finance the
"going public" process between the first round
and the fourth round, venture-backed companies
may also seek to take venture debt

The Venture Capital Investment Process

Venture capital is regarded as “risk capital”. This can
be termed as the capital that is being invested in a

project where in there is a fair bit of risk involved
when investing. This risk is basically involved either
in case of future profit or a regular and consistent
cash flow for the investment. The best example for
venture capital investment process is the investment
in shares or equity. In venture capital investment
process, there are ample chances of high return;
however, there is a huge risk when you are investing
in stocks. But there is a saying — No Risk No Gain.
Thus, to earn well, you will have to take some
amount of risk.

The venture capital activity is a sequential process
involving the following six steps.

1. Deal origination

2. Screening

3. Due diligence Evaluation)

4. Deal structuring

5. Post-investment activity

The venture capital funding procedure gets complete
in generally six stages of financing corresponding to
these periods of a company's development:

= First-Round: Manufacturing and early sales
funds

= Second-Round: Operational capital for
early stage companies which are selling
product, but not returning a profit

=  Third-Round: Also known as Mezzanine
financing, this is the money for expanding a
newly advantageous company

=  Fourth-Round: Also labeled as bridge
financing, 4th round is proposed for
financing the "going public" process
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Post Investment
Activities

Once the deal has been structured and agreement
finalised, the venture capitalist generally assumes the
role of a partner and collaborator. He also gets
involved in shaping of the direction of the venture.
The degree of the venture capitalist's involvement
depends on his policy. It may not, however, be
desirable for a venture capitalist to get involved in the
day-to-day operation of the venture. If a financial or
managerial crisis occurs, the venture capitalist may
intervene, and even install a new management team.

Exit:

Venture capitalists generally want to cash-out their
gains in five to ten years after the initial investment.
They play a positive role in directing the company
towards particular exit routes. A venture may exit in
one of the following ways:

1. Initial Public Offerings (IPOs)

2. Acquisition by another company

3. Purchase of the venture capitalist's shares by the
promoter, or

4. Purchase of the venture capitalist's share by an
outsider.

Conclusion

As in India, small and medium-sized enterprises with
active support from large industries (their customers)
and government have turned manufacturing into an
art form. To achieve this, these enterprises poured
money into R&D and cut other expenses. The
government supported them by loosening up the
tightly regulated labor market.

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THE FEMINIST PSYCHE IN
SHASHI DESHPANDE’S JAYA AND ANITA DESAI’S MAYA

Feminist Psyche has been a subject of
intense study by the feminists. As a
philosophy of life, it opposes women’s
subordination to men in the family and
society, along with men’s claims to define
what is best for women. Feminism is
defined as a mode of existence in which
the woman is free of the dependence
syndrome whether it is the husband or the
father or the community or religious and
ethnic group. Even today an average
woman feels uncertain about his identity
as a social being. So, we can safely assert
that feminism is committed to the struggle
for equality for women’s rights
individually,  socially, economically,
historically and politically, on every
front.

The term “Feminist” has been handled
rather cautiously by many women writers.
They consider even the term “Women
writers” as derogatory, taking away their
artistic autonomy and identity and
categorizing them by gender. In a paper
presented at seminar “The Dilemma of the
Woman  Writer” Shashi  Deshpande
vehemently protested: “A woman who
writes of women’s experiences often
brings in some aspects of those
experiences that have angered her, caused
her strong feelings. I don’t see why this
has to be Ilabeled feminist fiction.”

[Shashi Deshpande in Narasimmiah and
Srinath, p. 33]

English ~ fiction has been the
emergence of feminist literature -
feminist in the sense of being written by
women novelists as well as in the sense of
giving voice to the sufferings and
assertions of women in a male-dominated
world.Indian women writers like Anita
Desai and Shashi Deshpande have
focused on the psychological sufferings
of the frustrated housewife in a male
dictated society.A creative release of
feminine sensibility can be seen in the
novels of Anita Desai and Shashi
Deshpande.

‘That Long Silence’,\which won Shashi
Deshpane the Sahitya Academy Award
for 1990,tells the story of an Indian
housewife,who maintains silence
throughout her life.Deshpande has
depicted the character of Jaya as an
educated typical middle class housewife
with lots of love and affection for her
family.Jaya is a dutiful mother and wife
but neglected when it comes to her
feelings and emotions.The novel is a
protest against the limitations of women’s
lives.Jaya’s sincerity and dedication are
not appreciated so she ultimately sinks
her into silence.The novel ends with her
resolve to speak,to break her long
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silence.This silence gives her way to
quest for identity.She says ‘worse than
anything else had been the boredom of the
unchanging pattern,the unending
monotony’[That Long Silence p.4]Shashi
Deshpande teaches women to fight
against  the  silence.Deshpande is
completely aware of the Indian reality,in
respect of the lot of women,but she
doesn’t present male as the soul cause
behind every problem.In ‘That Long
Silence’, she is not writing about Jaya
only but also about her husband Mohan.as
a chronicler of human relationship she is
superb.

Extra-marital relationships are an integral
part of Deshpande’s novels.in That Long
Silence also ,the lack of love in Jaya’s
marriage draws her towards Mr.Kamat,her
neighbour.jaya likes him because he sees her
as an equal.he is different from Mohan.After
meeting Kamat she gets a new strength of
doing something in life. While Mohan
discourages Jaya from writing Mr.Kamat
introduces her with her lost “’Self”” Jaya
sheds her restraints in Kamat’s presence
who gives her reassurance and comfort in a
fatherly way. He advises Jaya to be honest
to self and realize her own faults.

Shashi Deshpande stresses that liberty is not
total freedom. An individual can not behave
as he likes; he should keep in his mind his
duties and responsibilities towards society.
She has dealt with the problems not only of
middle class women but middle class men
also. It is the inner conflict and search for
indentity of Jaya as well as Mohan. Instead
of pessimistic note we find Jaya articulating
Shashi Deshpande’s feelings thus: “’We can
always hope without that, life would be
impossible. And if there is anything | know
now it is this; life has always to be made
possible.” [TLS:193]

Anita Desai is one of the eminent and
well-known Indian English writers writing
today. Her main concern is to write about
the human psyche. In all her novels Anita
Desai seems to be under the spell of
existentialism . Her novels are the manifesto
of female psyche. She has widely treated
many issues relating to the feminine
sensibility.The  portrayal of feminine
sensibility is a pervading strain in all Anita
Desai’s monumental works.

Maya in Anita Desai’s first novel Cry
the Peacock[1963] is a delicate, highly
emotional, sensitive and imaginative
woman. Maya is married at an early age to
Gautama, who is of twice her age. She is
braught up without any shortage of material
comforts, but the mental and inner trauma
she goes through take her to tragic end .
Maya is a rebel woman who is not happy
with her husband Gautama. She strives for a
meaningful life throughout the novel. For
Maya her married life with Gautama is a
struggle like peacock’s dance. All these
things affect her psyche to the extent that
she becomes an easy victim of inner trauma,
and there comes an unconscious desire to
kill her husband. At the end of the novel she
Kills her husband and commits suicide.

Thus a careful reading of authors like
Shashi Deshpande and Anita Desai reveals a
common concern in their writing. Both of
them portray the consciousness and psyche
of urban middle class woman.Both the
novelists have created female characters
who are able to challenge the stereotyped
and secondary position of women in Indian
society.
